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The Thoroughness of Our Salvation

Romans 1:16-18  Key verses of Romans

The righteousness of God received by faith.

Righteousness of God is given to all men, Jew or Gentile.

If this is a righteousness that comes by faith and not by works, is it a thorough enough righteousness that will actually get us to heaven? Glorification?

Romans 5:1-11  The thoroughness of our salvation

From justification, when we are declared righteous, to glorification, when we are with Him in heaven, through tribulation and trials.

Romans 5:12-21  The Mediator of our salvation
We go from death’s reign to life’s reign through Jesus Christ.

It is a “much more” salvation.

1. It stands in trials – because of where YOU stand (5:1-5), in grace.

“Stand” – verb tense means a past and completed action with a continuing result.

I stand in the Grace of God.  2 Cor. 12: 9  His grace is sufficient.
     2.  It makes us secure because it is established by/in love. When we were helpless, ungodly, sinners Christ died for us. (5:6-8)

     3.  It is a sure salvation because we were reconciled through Jesus when we were still enemies. (5:9-11). To reconcile means to take two who were at enmity with one another and bring them back into peace together. Man is reconciled to God not God to man because it was man that moved away.

     4.  It is a TOTAL salvation because of one Man’s obedience that results in life eternal. (5:12-21)

Romans 5:1  Why do we have peace with God? We are no longer enemies.

Romans 5:2  I have introduction into the grace of God through salvation.

We lost our vice regency upon the earth through sin. But God, through His Son, has bought it back.
