The justification we have received has not only saved us from the power and penalty of sin, but one day, from the presence of sin.

I.  The Thoroughness of our salvation -  Romans 5:1-11
    The Mediator of our salvation -  Romans 5:12-21
The One

It is a salvation that:

· Stands in Trials

· Is Sure because it was wrought when we were enemies

· Is Total because of One Man’s obedience that results in eternal life.

It is a justification that we can exult in:
· The hope of the glory of God  Romans 5:2

· In tribulations  Romans 5:3

· In God through Jesus Christ  Romans 5:11

Exult = boast

Our justification:

1. Brings peace with God through Christ’s death, while we were enemies  (5:1-2)  Is. 48:22 No peace for the wicked  Is. 32:17 Peace, quietness and confidence forever

2. Gives Grace through tribulation  (5:1)

When do I experience that grace? Not only when I get saved but as I stand in it!

Perfect tense: Past completed action with a present and continuing result for ever and ever and ever and ever………

You experience the grace of God through tribulation.
3.  Gives you access to God – rent veil – His flesh
      Heb. 10:19-20 Yom Kippur – Day of Atonement. The Jews kept out by the veil; the Gentiles kept out by a dividing wall of hostility. 

Eph. 2:11-13  Only His death can save us

Eph. 2:14  He Himself is our peace (Romans 5:1)

Eph. 2:15-16  What was the enmity? The Law of commandments

4.  Assures us of Glory

How? Because we, being reconciled, were saved from the wrath of God.

Titus 2:13-14  He IS coming back.

Matt. 24:30  He is coming with great power and glory

Rom. 8:37  We are more than conquerors through Him

Titus 2:13-14  Redeemed us – bought us back

If you are not zealous for good deeds – examine yourself, your salvation

Romans 8:18-21 The hope of the glory of God
Romans 8:22-23  Where did I pick up the Holy Spirit the first time? Rom. 5

Romans 8:23-24  We wait for that Hope

II.  Exult in Tribulations  Romans 5:3-5
1. It is NOT a sign of God’s judgment or abandonment under the New Covenant

2. It is a proof of the reality of my faith

The Cycle of Hope in Romans 5

How will you know if you’re really saved?

Paul isn’t just teaching you how to handle the trials, but how your trials prove your faith because of what they produce.

Tribulation – thilipsis – pressure, burdens the spirit. A suffering due to pressure of circumstances or people. It comes from without.

Latin – “tribulum” – a wooden instrument with prongs/teeth in it that was used to beat the wheat and help separate the wheat from the chaff.

What does tribulation do in your life?

Acts 14:22  Tribulation is part of entering the kingdom of God

John 16:33  In Me you may have peace

John 17:14-15 

Patience – hupo mone – to remain under without faltering or complaining. You stay: you do NOT run away.   Perseverance 

“Hangeth Thou in there, Oh baby”
James 1:2-3  Endurance – same Greek word root

James 1:4

Romans Part III – the Sovereignty of God  Chapters 9-11 fall of 2012
The end purpose of tribulation is Christlikeness. 

I Peter 1:6-7  No trial is unnecessary 

Proof – dokimion

I Peter 1:7-9

Dokime – proven character. Same basic root of “proof”. Proven character is the result of trials.

Dokimazo – used for the testing of the genuiness of the coin.

The Refiners Fire – the silversmith NEVER leaves the silver while it is in the fire. He could ruin it. 
I Cor. 10:13 He will make a way of escape so you can stand up under it.
Psalm 12:6 And the words of the LORD are flawless, like silver refined in a furnace of clay, purified seven times. 

The silversmith knows he is through when he sees the perfect, exact image of himself in the silver.

You can rejoice in the tribulation because:

You know the outcome.

The Outcome:

1. To make you more like Him  

2. It shows you the reality of your faith

         Phil. 1:29-30  Promise of suffering

         Matt. 5: 10-12 You are blessed by God

         John 15:18  The world will hate you

         Heb. 12:1-8  Whom the Lord loves He chastens

3. Proof of your salvation
The genuiness of salvation is shown through endurance. The perseverance of the saints. No matter the trial, you will not waver. Hebrews 3:6,14

I John 2:19

You will not deny Him   Heb. 12:10-17

4. Tribulation puts your eyes on the future – looking at the things which are not seen.
     Heb. 11:26-27  Moses endured
