I Cor. 15:1-2 True salvation brings continuance in the faith.

Heb. 3:6 “If” 3rd class condition: maybe we will and maybe we won’t; it is a fact that remains to be seen.

Hebrews teaches you how to behave IF you are truly saved.

Heb. 3:14  “If” 3rd class condition

Justification by faith results in Righteousness.
Justification by faith results in obedience that does not depart.

True salvation does not let you live any way you want.

I John 2:19  If you are really and truly saved you will hold fast to the gospel.

I Cor. 15:2 You are not saved by holding fast, but because you are saved you will hold fast.

I Cor. 15:3
Gal. 1:11-12 Paul received the gospel from Jesus Christ.

God isolated Paul for 3 years and taught him personally through His Son.

II Tim. 2:15 dig into the Scriptures, not the commentaries.

II Pet. 1:20-21 No prophecy of Scripture came about by the prophet’s own interpretation. For prophecy never had its origin in the will of man, but men spoke from God as they were carried along by the Holy Spirit.

Handle accurately = cut straight

I Cor. 15:3-4 “According to the Scriptures”  Remember, the New Testament had not been written or canonized yet. Paul is pointing to the Old Testament.

2.  Where and how the Gospel was promised beforehand:

· By prophets

· In Holy Scriptures

Romans 1:2 Concerning His Son

Romans 1:4 Who is Jesus Christ our Lord

Christ – Koine Greek word for Messiah = anointed 

The two main points of the Gospel:

· Death

          Burial which testifies to death

· Resurrection

          Seen by many testifies to the resurrection

Protevangelium:

Prote – beginning of the gospel. First mention of the good news of Jesus Christ.

Gen. 3:15  Adam and Eve were enticed by the serpent- they believed a lie

John 8:44 Satan is the father of lies

God spoke to the serpent in relation to the woman.

Enmity means enemies.

Romans 5:8 “But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.” He died for us while we were enemies.


The serpent has seed (your seed)          The woman has seed (her seed)

Crucifixion is the only death that bruises the heel. 

He shall bruise thy head

Virgin woman is Israel

Her Seed – child dies

Resurrection: He rises up and stomps the serpent’s head. He is no longer dead.

Heb. 2:14-15 Jesus, through His death, burial and resurrection renders Satan helpless.

Rev. 12:1-3, 9

Gen. 37:9-10 Parallels Rev. 12

Rev. 12:5 …And her child was snatched up to God and to His throne. This represents the Ascension. 

Rev. 12:1  Twelve stars represent the twelve tribes of Israel.

Gen. 12:3 God appears to Abram and preaches the gospel. All nations will be blessed through you.
Gal. 3:8-9 The Scripture foresaw that God would justify the Gentiles by faith, and announced the gospel in advance to Abraham: “All nations will be blessed through you”. 

Gen. 15:5-6 Abraham believes God
The Gospel of God brings the righteousness of God.

Gen. 15:17-18 The LORD cut covenant with Abraham

Gal. 3:6 Abraham’s salvation

Gal. 3:16 Seed = Christ = Anointed One = Promised One = Messiah

Genesis 12 & 15 are the gospel and Galatians 3 parallels Genesis.

Ex. 12:3, 5-6 

On the 14th day of Nisan, Jesus Christ was crucified: the same day the Jews were slaughtering their lamb for Passover.

Ex. 12:11 Eat it: Jesus said in Matthew 26:26 “Take and eat. This is My body.”

Ex. 12:1-14 parallels I Cor. 5:7 Christ the Passover Lamb

John 1:29 Behold the Lamb of God Who takes away the sin of the world.

Lev. 16:7-8, 15 Two goats: scapegoat was left alive and they placed their hands on it sending it away signifying their sins taken away. The other goat was slaughtered for their sin offering (without the shedding of  blood there is no remission of sins Lev. 17:11, Heb. 9:22).

Yom Kippur = Day of Atonement. The Most High Holy Day

Mercy Seat – Here, propitiation for our sin was made. Sins atoned for.

Lev. 16:20-22  Both of these goats were pictures of Christ

Heb. 9:28 Christ- offered ONCE
Rom. 3:25

Ps. 22:1, 14-15, 18 Prophecy of crucifixion when the Jews knew nothing of crucifixion.

Matt. 27:46 is Psalm 22: “My God, My God why have You forsaken Me?”

Ps. 16:10 “You will not allow Your Holy One to undergo decay.”

Acts 2:22-24 The humanity of Christ

Acts 2:25-33 quotes Psalm 16

Is. 7:14 The Virgin shall conceive…
Is. 53:5 … and by His wounds we are healed (of our sin)
I Pet. 2:24-25 He Himself bore our sins in His body
Micah 5:2 is fulfilled in Luke 2:4

When Jesus came He fulfilled 333 prophesies about the Messiah. If He had only fulfilled 50 of them, it would be a near mathematical impossibility.
