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LESSON 5
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Romans 1:1-7

This gospel was not something new.

Gen. 3:15 First “preaching” of the Gospel

Romans 1:3-4 If you are going to have a resurrection it is necessary for you to have an incarnation. If Jesus is to be raised from the dead, first of all, He has to become man.

Two truths about Jesus Christ that man will distort: If any man veers from them, you are NOT getting the True Gospel.
1. Jesus was the God man – Incarnation.  Carne – flesh

2. Deity – Jesus is God, He has always been God. He is not “a” God but THE God. This is a common distortion among Jehovah’s Witnesses.

John 8:24 Most important verse to show Christ’s Deity. “I AM”

Matthew, Mark and Luke were written earlier than John.

John was written later for the express purpose of showing that Jesus Christ is the Son of God and that we may believe on Him.

How do you know if a “cult” is a cult? Ask them if they believe in the Incarnation and Christ’s Deity.

I AM = ego eimi  The Self-Existent One

Ex. 3:14-15 Who shall I say has sent me? What is Your name? 
“I AM has sent me to you. This is My name forever. My memorial name to all generations.”

John 8:24 If you do not believe that I AM the I AM you will die in your sins.

Why is it necessary that we believe this? Because it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment. Heb. 9:27 KJV
Why do we have to die? Romans 3:23  All men are sinners.

Romans 5:12 Just as through one man sin entered the world, and death through sin…
Sin entered the world. Adam died spiritually that day. Spiritual death leads to physical death.

Romans 6:23 The wages of sin is death

We are sinners simply by being born physically. So why wasn’t Jesus born a sinner when He came as a man?

The virgin birth and the Incarnation are necessary because we needed someone sinless to pay the price for our sin.

Heb. 2:14-14 Since the children have flesh and blood, He too shared in their humanity so that by His death He might destroy him who holds the power of death – that is, the devil – and free those who all their lives were held in slavery by their fear of death.
Jesus rendered death powerless.
Jesus died on Calvary for the price of our sin, not His. If you deny the virgin birth, Incarnation, then Jesus would have been born in sin just like us and therefore, He couldn’t save us.

Mary never “knew” a man until AFTER Jesus was born.

John 8:24 Jesus is saying He is God.

If Jesus is NOT God, I have no substitute for my sins. 

John 8:58 Before Abraham was, I AM. I AM the I AM.

John 8:59 Why would they throw stones at Him? Blasphemy 

John 10:30-33 “I and the Father are One…. I have shown you many great miracles from the Father. For which of these do you stone Me?” “We are not stoning You for any of these,” replied the Jews, “but for blasphemy, because You , a mere man, claim to be God.”    The Jews understood what He was saying; they got it.

Romans 1:3 Mary belonged to the tribe of Judah. She came from a king – David. A prophecy and promise was made to David.
2 Timothy 2:8 Remember Jesus Christ – risen – descendant of David.

2 Sam. 7:8-16 Jesus is the fulfillment of this prophecy.

I will raise up your descendents – seed.

I will establish his throne forever. (vs. 16)

The Old Testament equivalent of Christ is Messiah – Anointed One.

All the promises of God are yea and amen. 2 Cor. 1:20

Declared = horizo – appointed, marked out.

God is marking Him out as the Son of God. Designated as Son of God. Not “calling, or yelling as a declaration”.

What Truth is He trying to teach us? …..for this purpose, Jesus came into the world.

When God raised Jesus from the dead, He testified that Jesus was without sin, the perfect sacrifice. God was satisfied with the sacrifice for sin: Propitiation.

He was tempted in every way, yet He was without sin. (Heb. 4:15)

Jesus was the first and last man of all history to be raised from the dead because of His own Holiness and righteousness.

Because He was man and because He then was resurrected, God exalted Him as the God/Man.

Because this was done to Jesus it can be done to you.

Phil. 2:5  You are to have the same attitude Jesus did

Phil. 2:6-7 “Form of God” – morphe – Exact expression of the divine essence.

He did not cease to be God but He laid aside His privileges. 
Form of a bond servant – exact expression of a bond servant.
Phil. 2:7-8 God – incarnate. He humbled Himself

Jesus totally satisfied the righteousness of God.
Phil. 2:9-11 The resurrection has to result in the exaltation.

If I confess Him as Lord, I MUST bow the knee and say, “My Lord and my God”.

Salvation – total committal of oneself to God.

Adam and Eve made the choice to go their own way. Sin.

No salvation without total submission to God.

Eph. 1:18

He is the Son of God in power. Power raised Jesus from the dead.

Eph. 1:19-23 Raised – seated at the right hand = exaltation.

Romans 1:16

Gen. 2:23 The church is His body: bone of His bone, flesh of His flesh 

Romans 1:3-4

   Historically, Jesus is in a unique position for the first time in His Son-hood.

Jesus was in eternity with God and exalted with God but He had never been man – the God man (in the fullness of time….)

He was man as God created man to be in the garden.

First born among many…. Romans 8:29
It was the God man that was exalted and because He was, we shall be!!!

Heb. 2:5-7

Heb. 2:7-8

Who are part of His feet? The church!!!
Eph. 2  We are seated with Him

Heb. 2:8-10 We haven’t seen this day yet, but we do see Jesus.

Crowned with glory and honor – exaltation.

He is the author, completer of our salvation. We move from being in man to being in Christ at salvation.
