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The Gospel Reveals the Righteousness of God because of the Wrath of God.

Rom. 1:5  Obedience of Faith
Grace = unmerited favor

Faith that is real obeys. It lives in the light of what it believes. True faith results in obedience.

Rom. 1:5-6

Romans 9 – 11 “The Called”  Sovereignty of God

Rom. 1:7  Saint and holy have the same root word. “Set Apart”
Rom. 1:8  Your faith is being proclaimed throughout the whole world.

Persecution purifies

Rom. 1:9-10 Paul is a man of Prayer. There is Power in Prayer.

Two things of Absolute Importance for Your Life: The Word of God and Prayer.
Power and Prayer cannot be separated. 

Rom. 1:11-12 Why do you get together with other believers?

I Pet. 4:10-11 Each one of us has a spiritual gift.

The gifts fall into 2 categories: Speaking and Serving

The gifts: ministry and effect of Spiritual Gifts is God’s choice

Romans chapter 12 is where the gifts are mentioned. Service segment
Rom. 1:11-12
Rom. 1:13 Paul is letting them know his heart’s desire possibly because of criticism. 

Remember: You are a bond servant of Christ

Rom. 15:22-25 Paul had a longing to go to them for YEARS!!

Paul had to go to Jerusalem first. Why? Because God said so.

Rom. 1:14-15 Paul’s relationship to the gospel of Jesus Christ 

It was a governing relationship for all his life.

Rom. 1:14  I am a debtor. I owe the Greeks and the barbarians, wise and the foolish the gospel. I am a debtor to all men. Romans adopted the Greek culture because they admired it so much. 
Barbarians – the uncultured, heathen.

Why? Because the gospel is for all men everywhere.

You can’t say God’s not fair…..because He is GOD!!
John 14:6 I AM the way
We are debtors, but we are ashamed of the gospel because we are afraid of the shame it might bring us.

What are YOU doing with the gospel – the cure for death? 

Death = eternal separation from God

Matt. 24:14  This gospel MUST be preached.

Rev. 14:6-7

Rom. 1:15 If  Paul is a debtor, so am I.

Paul was in chains, yet he was still eager to preach the gospel.

Rom. 1:16-20 For…..

For = “gar” causal. Gar can be used in 3 ways: It is a conjunction; it connects things.

1. Explanatory conjunction: because, for instance

2. Causal conjunction: tells us this is the reason for it, the grounds for it

3. Intensive conjunction: indeed

 Paul is laying out the reason he is a debtor.

Rom. 1:14  What is the reason for his eagerness?
He is not ashamed. Why? Because it is the power of God to salvation.

Why is it the power? For in it the righteousness of God is revealed.

Rom. 1:18 Why is the righteousness of God being revealed? His wrath. One builds upon the other.

Rom. 1:17-19 Why is it evident? God has made it evident to them.
Romans is logical. Paul is a master lawyer. 

Rom. 1:20 for since the creation of the world…

Why are they without excuse? Because when they knew God they glorified Him not as God.

Rom. 1:16 It saves a man entirely

Rom. 1:16-17 What is the righteousness of God?

Righteousness – dikaiosune – noun

                           dikaios – adjective

It is what is right, it is conformable to right, it is pertaining to right. 

If I am truly saved the righteousness is produced in my life.

It is a standard of what is right determined by God alone and thereby unaffected by any externals such as customs, philosophies, ideologies, religions, or morals of man’s devising. 
God and God alone determines what is right.

Have you ever judged a person by the way they look? To be righteous is to conform to God’s standard. It is to walk the way God says to walk.

“Righteousness is union with God in character.” Vincent
God’s character is holiness.

God incarnate – in torcher – is crying out “My God, My God…”

Why? Because God, in His righteousness, has put all our sins on His Son Jesus so He can righteously give you salvation. The wages of sin is death. So Jesus died, instead of you. This is the righteousness of God in judging sin and the righteousness of God raising Christ.

He is just in judging; Justifier in raising Jesus from the dead.

The wrath of God goes with the love of God. John 3:16

The righteousness of God demands the wrath of God. He must righteously judge sin. The righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith.

From faith =  ek                              To faith = eis

If I accept that Jesus took my sin then I will receive the righteousness of God. I accept it by faith and I live it out – maintain it – by faith.
The righteousness of God is received by faith  Eph. 2:8-9

The righteousness of God is maintained by faith  Heb. 3:6
The righteousness of God is lived by faith  Col. 2:6-7

It is all of faith – therefore it is all by grace, not works or the Law.

The gospel has inherent power.

How do you explain you? Or Kay?
