What happens when God gives men over to the rejection of the knowledge of Him? Romans 1

What happens when God judges all men? Romans 2

What will it be like?

1. The Gospel saves because it produces righteousness.

2. Faith that does not produce righteousness is NOT saving faith. True faith is the means of overcoming sin and living a holy life.

3. True salvation does away with the old life and produces a new life. Romans 1:20-2:16

Remember Paul’s purpose is:

1. To charge all under sin
Romans 3:9 

Gentiles under sin Romans 1

Jews under sin Romans 2 – 3:20
a. The ungodly Gentile heathen (do not know God) by exposing their ungodly, unrighteous lifestyle

b. The self-righteous, hypocritical religious man (Jew) who trusts in the Law = circumcision. (today would be the church member, baptism). Paul will expose their sin by the way that God judges men.

The hardest sin to see is the religious person.

2. To show the judgment of mankind – sin. He is not talking about justification.

Romans 1:18-20

Romans 1:20-21  All men knew God – it’s not an “if” or “maybe”. If is a certainty here: “And it is so”, not a maybe it is, maybe it isn’t kind of thing.

Romans 1:21-22
They exchanged the truth – changed what they knew = religion. The Tower of Babel  = Humanism – man is the center (god)
I Cor. 1:20-22  World took God’s Word….

You can’t come to know God through intellectual pursuit alone.(Josh McDowell also had a seeking heart for those of you wondering about that!!! You know who you are…)
I Cor. 1:25 
If you don’t know God you are a fool.

Romans 1:23  He is going to give men up because men exchanged:

1.  Glory of God for idols     Romans 1:22-23
The Greeks worshipped Apollo

The Romans worshipped an eagle

The Egyptians worshipped a bull

The Assyrians worshipped a serpent.

Romans 1:24
Ps. 81:11-12 …to walk in their own devices (way)

Ez. 7:4

God gave them over to uncontrolled passion

God gave them over to impurity

2. Truth of God for a lie  Romans 1:25

Why? They do not believe the glory of God.
Glory = to give a correct estimate of

Romans 1:26-27 Perverted passions

Romans 1:27 …due penalty of their error – Aids

Pull out the absolutes of God’s Word and you can say homosexuality is all right.

Lev. 20:13  Homosexuality is a sin

Gen. 19:4-11

I Cor. 6:9-10 Do not be deceived

I Cor. 6:11 Such were some of you. BUT you were washed, sanctified and justified.

He not only saves to the “uttermost” but from the “guttermost”

3. Depraved mind – adokimon = without approval – reprobate
He shows us what they do

He shows us what they are filled with

He shows us what they are or what they become

Romans 1:32 How do they know the ordinance of God? By hearing it or from inside themselves.

Practice – prasso – as a habit of life, over and over again.

Romans 2  Paul turns to the hypocritical, religious Jew

He will show them the judgment of God

Kata – according to:  

1. Truth   Romans 2:2

Greek: And we know that the judgment of God is according to truth against those who practice such things.

2.  Because of – in accordance with – your stubbornness and your unrepentant heart…..Romans 2:5
 “The blackest of sins is not rights violated but mercies that are despised.” Stipper (?)

These kind of sins pile up.

3. Deeds  Romans 2:6

Rev. 2:22-23  (Jezebel in the end times) “I will give to each one of you according to your deeds.

4. Gospel  Romans 2:16

Even the heathen(do not know God) are lost. The gospel has been preached since the Garden of Eden.
John 5:28-29  Those who did the good deeds……

Salvation by works? No. Why? Jesus would not have had to die.

The judgment of God is according to deeds: for the Christian as well.

2 Cor. 5:10

Romans 14:10

The Christians’ habit of life is not habitual sin.
