Ephesians 2 & 3  Mystery of the church

Great White Throne Judgment = only the people who are NOT written in the Lamb’s Book of Life. Because they did not believe in the Lord Jesus Christ. They did not listen to the gospel – the birth, death, burial, resurrection and exaltation of Christ.

The Great White Throne Judgment is the final judgment of sinners.

Unique place in history: the God Man is before God the Father.

I Thess. 1:9-10 Jesus delivers us from the wrath of God to come.

Romans 8:1 There is NO condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus.

Romans 14:10-12 Justice of God demands this.

Judgment seat of God – the Bema seat

“Bema” – 968 – In two passages the word is used of the divine tribunal before which all believers are hereafter to stand. In Romans 14:10 it is called “The judgment seat of God,” according to the most authentic manuscripts. At the bema, believers are to be made manifest, that each may “receive the things done in (or through) the body,” according to what he has done, “whether it be good or bad.” There they will receive reward for their faithfulness to the Lord. For all that has been contrary in their lives to His will, they will suffer loss. This judgment seat is to be distinguished from the premillennial, earthly throne of Christ, and the postmillennial “Great White Throne” at which only the dead will appear. The judgment seat of Christ will be a tribunal held in His presence with His saints after His return to receive them to Himself. (Vines)
