It is not just fulfilling the letter of the Law, but the intent of the Law. Having the love that is behind the Law.
Matt. 6:1
Matt. 6:19, 31  His commands and warnings
Matt. 7:1-5 Do not judge
There are MANY things we are supposed to judge. But in our judgment, we are not to damage our brother. Make sure your heart is right and your attitude is pleasing to God. 
Matt. 5:3-9 Check yourself first with “these”.
Matt. 7:6 I must know and understand who is a “dog” or “swine”: that requires judging.
Matt. 7:7 Ask, seek, knock. 
Matt. 7:8-11 From the very beginning: Blessed are the poor in spirit for theirs is the kingdom of heaven….
Heaven belongs to you!
Phil. 4:19 My God shall supply ALL your needs.
Matt. 7:12 
Matt. 5:17 Jesus came to fulfill the Law, not abolish it.
Matt. 7:13-14  Set of contrasts. Only two options:  one leads to life, the other leads to death. 
2 Cor. 13:5 Paul calls them to examine themselves, to be sure they are in the faith.
Matt. 7:15-20 Beware!
Every tree that does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the fire.
I must evaluate prophets to see if they are good or bad, by their fruit.
Matt. 7:21 Not everyone who says to Me, “Lord, Lord,” will go to heaven.
Matt. 7:22-23 “I never knew you.”
“Practice lawlessness”: this is their habit of life.
Matt. 5:6, 20 Only those who hunger and thirst after righteousness will be satisfied, and this righteousness must exceed that of the scribes and Pharisees.
Theirs was only external.
Matt. 7:24-25  You hear AND act.
Matt. 7:26-27 Everyone who hears, and does NOT act on them.
Luke 8 Parable of the sower
The contrast shows you whether these people have the character of a true disciple of Jesus Christ.
Phil. 1:20 ….that I will not be put to shame in anything, but that with all boldness, Christ will even now, as always, be exalted in my body, whether by life or by death.
2 Tim. 3:12 Indeed, all who desire to live godly in Christ Jesus will be persecuted.
Matt. 7:28-29 The multitudes were amazed at His teaching. He taught them as one who had authority.
Luke 11:27-28 “Blessed are those who hear the Word of God and do them.”
