“Aslan is on the move.” Aslan is a figure like Christ. His very presence brings spring.
As Christ enters in, He begins to exercise His authority. 
Matt. 9:20-22
The Authority of the Kingdom
1. Authority over illness
Matt. 8:2 Lord, if you are willing. He had the power, but was He willing?
Matt. 8:3 Leper
Authority is demonstrated in a healing power. His word.
Authority equals God’s power. 
Matt. 8:6-8  The Centurion KNOWS the power and authority Jesus has
Matt. 8:10 Jesus marveled!!! The Son of God marveled!! At this man’s faith.
Matt. 8:14-15 Peter’s mother-in-law is immediately healed.
Matt. 8:17 Jesus fulfilled prophecy
Matthew is showing us, He is the Messiah! He is fulfilling Messianic prophecies.
Matt. 9:27 Two blind men follow Him
Matt. 1:1  Son of David is a Messianic fulfillment
2 Sam. 7:12-13 God will establish David’s throne forever.
2. Power and Authority Over Nature
It is a divine action.
Matt. 8:23-27 Jesus calms the sea
Ps. 107:6 …then they cried out to the Lord in their trouble
Ps. 107:23-25 
Ps. 107:26-29  It is GOD who causes the wind and waves but He also stops them
3. Power over demons
Matt. 8:28-34  
Matt. 8:29 “What business do we have with each other Son of God? Have you come to torment us before the time?”
They know their time is coming.
It is a testimony to His divinity.
Matt. 9:32-34 
4. Authority over sin 
Matt. 9:2 Jesus heals the paralytic of his sins. 
Matt. 9:3-8 Jesus knew their thoughts. Omniscient.
So that you may KNOW that the Son of Man has authority on earth to forgive sins, he said to the paralytic, “Get up, pick up your bed, and go home.” And he went home.
They were awestruck.
Only God can forgive sin.
What kind of response should we have to this kind of authority? 
Matt. 9:35 Jesus was proclaiming the gospel of the kingdom BEFORE He ever got to the cross. The gospel is not just our, “Get out of jail free card”.
Matt. 4:23 
Matt. 9:36 Jesus looks out on His people like sheep, lost.
Matt. 1:21
Matt. 9:37-38 “Beseech the Lord of the harvest to send out workers in His harvest.”
Matt. 10:1 Jesus summoned His 12 disciples, and gave them authority…..workers!!
Jesus picks 12 disciples to go to Israel. 12 tribes of Israel.
Acts. 1:12-26  Two disciples are up for the replacement of Judas. Why not take both?
Is. 60:1-3
Matt. 10:7 Preach saying. “The kingdom of heaven is at hand.” 
Matt. 3:2 Same thing John the Baptist said
Matt. 4:17 Same thing Jesus said
Now He tells the disciples to say the same message.
Matt. 10:8 How are they to do this?? Freely. Not as conquerors. Not as the Messiah.
Matt. 5:16 
Matt. 10:16 Jesus prepares them.  You’re going to sheep, but beware of the wolves.
James I. Robertson Jr.  “Stonewall Jackson: The Man, the Soldier, The Legend”
“They laughed at him in one decade, and died for him in the next.”
Jesus took that authority and power and gave it to us!
Matt. 10:26 & 28, 31  Do not fear
Matt. 10:32-33 Jesus promises to keep His word.
Matt. 10:37-39 Think of the thing you love the most. Jesus needs to be above that.
Don’t add Me to your life. MAKE Me your life. I AM the true life.
If He has this authority and that makes Him the king. Our only appropriate response is to follow Him.
THIS is the gospel of the kingdom. The reign, rule and authority brought into our lives.
