Who is Jesus?

Matt. 1:21 His name is to be Jesus, God saves, and He is to come and save His people from their sins.
Matt. 1-2     The Promised King
Matt. 3-4     Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand
Matt. 5-7     The Fulfiller of the Law of the kingdom
Matt. 5:17-18  He did not come to abolish the Law but to fulfill it.
Matt. 8-10   Exercises Authority: over healing, forgiveness of sins, nature, demons
Matt. 10       Jesus sent His disciples out with His authority
Matt. 11-12  This Authority is going to be challenged
What helps to clarify and define your faith in your Christian walk? Trials and opposition.
James 1:2-4 Expect trials, they produce endurance in your faith
His Authority is Clarified
Matt. 11:2-3     John the Baptist
Is He the Expected One?
Luke 1:39-45   John first meets Jesus IN THE WOMB!!
Matt. 11:11  There is no one greater than John the Baptist
Matt. 3:17   
John is IN JAIL!! Why does He question who Jesus is?
Matt. 3:11-12
John thinks Jesus is bringing the judgment!
Matt. 11:3-5   ….go and report to John what you hear and see….
Is. 35:5-10  The Messiah is One who comes with His kingdom, restoring. It’s that return to Eden.  (subplot)
Rev. 21:5
There are times when even the experts need clarity.
 His Authority is Defined
Matt. 11:25-27 God is His Father which makes Jesus His Son: The Son of God. 
He has all things, coming from God, given to Jesus
Matt. 11:27 
Dan. 7:9-14  He gives His power to One Like the Son of Man
His Authority is Defended
Matt. 10:22  You will be hated by all, because of My name.
Matt. 10:26, 28, 31  Do not fear
Matt. 10:38-39   
Opposition……Woe to you
Matt. 11:20  They WATCHED His ministry, and did not repent.
Matt. 11:21   Chorazin and Bethsaida were really Jewish cities
Matt. 11:22-23 Tyre and Sidon were Gentile dominated cities.
Gen. 18:20-32 Sodom was a city God reigned down wrath upon
Generation: Judgment is pronounced on this evil generation
Matt. 12:10 “so that”  here is the Pharisees’ motive
Matt. 12:14  “as to how they might destroy Him”
Ex. 31:14   Death if you reject the Sabbath
Matt. 5:17
Matt. 12:2-3  “Have you not read”: just like when He faced Satan in the wilderness He took them back to Scripture.
I Sam. 22:2 
I Sam. 21:1-9  
Matt. 12:3-4
I Sam. 21:7-22:23  Doeg the Edomite: the bad seed, goes back to Saul and reports about David.
Who is greater than David? Jesus is placing Himself above David!
Matt. 12:5-6 Jesus compares Himself to a priest: Something greater than the temple IS HERE.
Matt. 12:40-42  Something greater than Jonah is HERE!
“Men of Nineveh” were going to be their judges.
Queen Sheba: She came to Solomon for his wisdom, but, something greater than Solomon is here.
Matt. 12:23 This cannot be the Son of David (Messianic term) can it? (same question John the Baptist is asking)
Matt. 12:24  
Matt. 12:25-37   The Pharisees are now attacking Him…going for the jugular.
Matt. 12:30 He who is not with Me is against Me and He who does not gather with Me, scatters.
Matt. 12:30-32  “Against Me”, “Against the Spirit”, “Against the Son of Man”, “Against the Holy Spirit”.     This is that conflict
Matt. 12:32     ALWAYS LOOK AT CONTEXT. CONTEXT IS KING!!!

Does Jesus forgive sin that is blasphemous?  YES!!
Jesus forgave Peter who denied Jesus three times.
Paul’s life was spent on hunting down and killing followers of Jesus.
I John 1:9
So, what is “unforgiveable sin”, the sin that sends you to hell?
Heb. 3:7-9  The “hardening of the heart” is a rejection.
Heb. 3:10-11  They shall not enter My rest: go into the Promised Land
Num. 14:1-4, 28-35 
Heb. 3:12-19  …..an evil, unbelieving heart….
The unforgiveable sin is unbelief; that is the sin that sends you to hell.
“I will not believe in You”: You go to the end of your life, not submitting to His power. It is a refection of His salvation, His invitation.
Matt. 11:27
Matt. 11:28-30   Come to ME!!!  There is nobody greater than Me!! Will you come to Me? You who are burdened, here’s My promise: I WILL GIVE you rest.
Jer. 6:16-19  Thus says the LORD, “Stand by the ways and see and ask for the ancient paths, where the good way is, and walk in it; and you will find rest for your souls. But they said, ‘We will NOT walk in it.’ And I set a watchman over you, saying, ‘Listen to the sound of the trumpet!’ But they said, ‘We will NOT listen.’ Therefore hear, O nations, and know, O congregation, what is among them. Hear, O earth: behold, I am bringing disaster on this people, the fruit of their plans, because they have NOT listened to My words, and as for My law, they have rejected it also.”
“ Either you are for Me or against Me.”  If you are against Him, be prepared for the Day of Judgment.
