Matt. 28:31 “Which of the sons did the will of his father?”
Those that thought they wore the “clothes” of the kingdom, were actually not in.
Matt. 21:33  Landowner and the vine-growers
Matt. 21:37-38
Vineyard workers were the Pharisees that were using the covenants and laws of God to separate and isolate themselves from the rest of the world.
Matt. 22:1-13  Wedding guests. Parable about the kingdom of heaven
Matt. 22:14   “Many are called but few are chosen.”   The point of the parable.
Each parable starts with an assumption, but ends with a surprise.
Matt. 3:1-8 John the Baptist, speaking to the Pharisees and Sadducees. 
Matt. 3:8-10  Fruit in keeping with repentance
Matt. 4:17 Jesus preaches repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.
The Pharisees and Sadducees were the self-appointed heirs of the kingdom.
Matt. 5:20 Your righteousness must surpass that of the scribes and Pharisees.
Matt. 7:15 Beware of the false prophets who come to you in sheep’s clothing but are ravenous wolves.      Hypocrites.
Matt. 7:16  You will know them by their fruits.
Fruit is what shows up on the outside, but comes from the inside.
The Pharisees said, “We ARE….” but their fruits did not show that.
Matt. 15:2-3 Disciples were not doing the ceremonial washing of the hands.
Matt. 15:6 They held up their traditions over what God had said.
They are exchanging the truth, the Word of God, for tradition – a lie.
Matt. 16:11-12  Beware of the leaven, the teaching, of the Pharisees and the Sadducees.
Matt. 21:23-24 By what authority are You doing these things and who gave You that authority?  Jesus is in the Temple when they ask Him that.
Matt. 24:1 He leaves the Temple.
Matt. 22-23 He is still in the Temple, bringing all the “woes” to the Pharisees.
God seems to be “taking away” what was theirs, and “giving it” to others.
Matt. 21:40-41,43 The kingdom of God will be taken away from you and given to a people producing the fruit of it.
The true people of God produce fruit of the kingdom.
Matt. 23:13-36 “Woes” are directed towards the Pharisees and the Sadducees.
They used the Law of God, not as a light to bring the world to God, but as a burden.
Ex. 19:6 “you shall be to Me a kingdom of priests and a holy nation.”
 Jesus is now in the house of His Father. His speech gets very specific.
Matt. 23:1-12 Jesus speaks to the crowds and disciples
Matt. 23:2-4 
Matt. 11:28-30 Those who are heavy laden, come to Me and I will give you rest.
Matt. 23:5-7 They do their deeds to be noticed/seen by men.
Matt. 6:1 Don’t practice your righteousness in order to be seen by others.
Matt. 23:11-12 
Matt. 19:30 The first shall be last and the last, first.
Matt. 23:13 Now Jesus turns and specifically address the Pharisees and Sadducees
Pharisees, scribes, hypocrites, serpents, brood of vipers, Sadducees, blind guides blind men, sons of hell.
Jesus is making it very clear, in His own house, that there is only one way.
Matt. 15:14 
Matt. 23:5-7, 25  Self-Exalting Woe
Matt. 23:11-12 Those who seek to promote themselves with their religion, will not get into the kingdom of heaven. Woe to you Pharisees and Sadducees: You hypocrites.
Matt. 23:23   Neglecting of Others Woe
Micah 6:6-8 What does it take to please God??? “What does the Lord require of you but to DO justice, to LOVE kindness, and WALK humbly with your God.”
Jer. 22:15-16 Do you become a king because you are competing in cedar? Did not our father eat and drink and do justice and righteousness? Then it was well with him. He pled the cause of the afflicted and the needy; then it was well. Is not that what it means to know Me? Declares the Lord.”
Israel was supposed to be the ones who showed God to the world.
Matt. 23:27-28  Hypocrites    Woe
They used the Law to insulate themselves FROM the world. But it was supposed to lead the world TO God. 
Are you circling the wagons and insulating yourself from the world and just waiting for your King to come back? Or, are you taking the very grace He has shown YOU and spreading it out, letting the world see how it changes your heart and life.  Are you drawing in others, or closing the door to keep them out?
