Mat. 1:21 His name will be Jesus: God Saves. He will save His people from their sins.
Matt. 3:2  Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand
Matt. 4:17 John is taken into custody and Jesus continues the message. Repent.
Matt. 16:13-16  “Who do you say that I am?”
Matt. 16:21 From that time Jesus began to show His disciples……He would suffer, even be killed. But He will be raised on the 3rd day.
Matt. 16:22 Peter began to rebuke Jesus… “This shall never happen to You.”
Mat. 16:23 “Get behind Me Satan. You are a stumbling block to Me..”
The purpose of prophecy is not just to inform us of the future, but it is to FORM us for the future.
Matt. 24:36
Matt. 24:42  “Therefore, be on the alert.”
Matt. 24:44-45  “For this reason you must be ready..”
Matt. 24:48  Evil slave doesn’t think His master is coming for a long time.
Matt. 25:1-13 Parable about two sets of virgins: the prudent and the foolish
Point of the parable: Be prepared and alert, watching for His return.
Matt. 25:14 A man entrusts his possessions to his slaves. There is a sense of stewardship, ownership that the man is giving to his slaves.
Matt. 25:15 Each is given a different amount.
The Master is clearly NOT satisfied with the 3rd slave.
Have WE been like him?    “Circling the wagons” being safe, and busy.
We are to be growing His kingdom.
How are you using what He has given you to advance the kingdom?
Matt. 25:29 ..but even the one who does not have, even what he has will be taken away.
Negligence in the kingdom will be punished but diligence will be rewarded.
Matt. 25:31-40 The sheep and the goats.
Matt. 10:42; 12:48-49  These, the “least of these” are His disciples. 
How we respond to the gospel message, determines where we spend eternity.
Matt. 25:46 This describes who goes into heaven and who does not.
Matt. 3:8 Produce fruit in keeping with repentance. 
Matt. 3:12 He is coming back and He will have a winnowing fork with Him. He will separate. 
Matthew 25 is about being ready, be about His business.
Matthew 26 Jesus is anointed for burial, betrayed, denied, and arrested.
Matthew 25 and 26 point back to 1:21. He will save His people from their sins.
Matthew 25 is OUR part.
Matthew 26 is GOD’s part/role.
This is NOT a 50/50 responsibility relationship.
Matt. 26:2 The Passover is coming. The Son of Man is to be handed over for crucifixion.
Matt. 26:7 A woman takes a bottle of very costly perfume, worth about a year’s salary, and anoints Jesus for burial
John 12:3-8 Mary is doing the anointing.
John 12:5-6 Judas is the one who speaks up and complains about the waste of money. He is upset about this because he literally has his hand in the money bag.
Matt. 26:12 Jesus says she has anointed Him for burial.
Matt. 26:14-16
Matt. 26:47
Matt. 26:26 This My body…..
This setting is in the context of betrayal.
Matt. 26:69-74   Betrayal by Peter
Matt. 26:74-75 The rooster crows after his 3rd denial.
Matt. 26:14,26 Covenantal meal
Ex. 12:1-7  Lamb is selected on the 10th day. It stays with you for four days. On the 14th day, the congregation is to kill it at twilight, and mark your house with its blood.
Ex. 12:8-13 Eat it in haste, ready to go, God is about to deliver – it is the Lord’s Passover.
The blood shall be a sign…..when the blood is seen, I (God) will pass over you.
Ex. 12:29 This meal marks the most significant event in the history of Israel until the time of Christ.
This meal is the meal that says, “I am about to deliver you.”
Jesus now eats this meal with His disciples.
Matt. 26:26-28 Jesus says, “This is My body!”  NOW you will remember ME.
Ex. 6:4-7 I will also redeem you with an outstretched arm.
This Passover meal signifies God hearing His people and delivering them.

Traditionally, there were 4 cups of wine and tradition says Jesus was speaking the 3rd cup.
I will bring you out    1st cup
I will deliver you from their bondage   2nd cup
I will also redeem you with an outstretched are and great judgments  3rd cup
When God remembers, things happen, things change.
Ex. 6:5-6 
Matt. 26:28 His blood is poured out for us.
2 Tim. 4:6-7 Paul tells Timothy, “For I am already being poured out as a drink offering, and the time of my departure has come….
Jer. 31:31-34
Matt. 26:51-53 Peter takes out his sword and cuts off the ear of Malchus.
Matt. 26:50 They come to seize Jesus.  Mere mortals  
Col. 1:17 Jesus sustains us, mortals. He is before all things, and in Him all things hold together.
Matt. 26:57
Matt. 26:54  “This is Our plan!”
John 2:19 Jesus actually said, “Destroy this temple, and in three days I will raise it up.”
