Est. 1:1 King  Ahasuerus 3rd year of reign 483 BC
Est. 2:16 King Ahasuerus  7th year of reign  4 years later
Herodotus tells us: King goes for about 4 years on a Grecian campaign. The Spartans. The battle of Thermopylae
Context: King Ahasuerus goes home in defeat
Est. 2: 1 He remembers Vashti, but she’s gone because the law of the Medes and Persians cannot be changed.
Est. 3:5-6  The Plot-Haman sought to destroy ALL the Jews throughout the WHOLE kingdom. So it goes from a personal revenge, to a whole people group.
Gen. 3:14-15  
Rev. 22:2 The Tree of Life is there
The Bible is the story between the trees.
Gen. 3:15 is the Protevangelium: The first mention of the gospel.
Cain kills Abel.
Seth means the appointed one. 
Gen. 36:12 Jacob and Esau: Esau is the ancestor to Amalek.
Haman, now a descendent of Amalek, is still out to destroy the Jews. 
Satan is trying to wipe out the people of God.

I. Believers have a calling, a gifting(s), and a ministry.
I Cor. 12:4-6 Different gifts, ministries, and different results/effects in using all of these.

1. What is the influence God has given you?
