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Rom. 1:1-7 
True faith always leads to obedience.
Gospel: euangelion which means good news of the kingdom of God which is only possible through salvation through Jesus Christ which you received by faith.
I Cor. 15:1-2 True salvation brings continuance in the faith
Heb. 3:6 But Christ was faithful as a Son over His house – whose house we are, IF we hold fast our confidence and the boast of our hope firm until the end.
“If”: Verb tense: 3rd class condition in the Greek means “maybe we will and maybe we won’t”, it remains to be seen.
Some of these Hebrew Christians were in danger of going back to the Old Covenant. IF they did that, they were never saved.
Heb. 3:14 For we have become partakers of Christ, IF we hold fast the beginning of our assurance firm until the end.
Justification, by faith, not law, results in a changed life and obedience of faith in which you do not depart.
You cannot lose your salvation.
True salvation does not permit you to live any way you want. It brings about an obedience of faith and causes you to endure until the end.
I John 2:19 They went out from us, but they were not really of us; for IF they had been of us, they would have remained with us; but they went out, so that it would be shown that they all are not of us. 
You are not saved by holding fast and enduring; because you are saved, you will hold fast. Therefore, if someone does NOT hold fast, or walks away from the gospel, you know that that person was never saved in the first place.
I Cor. 15:3
Gal. 1:11-12 Paul received the gospel directly from Christ.
Gal. 1:17-18 God isolated Paul and personally taught him for 3 years.
2 Tim. 2:15 Be diligent to present yourself approved to God as a workman who does not need to be ashamed accurately handling the word of truth. 
2 Tim. 3:16-17 All scripture is inspired by God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, for training in righteousness; so that the man of God may be adequate. equipped for every good work.
I Pet.1:21 For no prophecy was ever made by an act of human will, but men moved by the Holy Spirit spoke from God.
Don’t run to your commentaries UNTIL you have dug out Scripture for yourself.
I Cor. 15:4-5 
The death and resurrection of Jesus Christ is in the Old Testament.
If you are going to witness to a Jew, you will have to reason with him from the Old Testament, showing him the Good News of the gospel of Jesus Christ.
Where and How the Gospel was promised beforehand:
By the prophets, men who spoke for God, in the Holy Scriptures.
Rom. 1:2 
Rom. 1:4 His Son – is Jesus Christ our Lord.
“Christ”: koine Greek word for Messiah. It means anointed.
Death/Burial/Resurrection/Seen by many.
Burial testifies to the death.
Resurrection is testified to, by the fact that He was seen by many.
Protevangelium: The beginning of the gospel, the first mention of the good news of Jesus Christ which is Christ’s death for sin.
Gen. 3:14-15 The Lord God said to the serpent “Because you have done this, cursed are you more than all cattle, and more than every beast of the field; on your belly you will go and dust you will eat all the days of your life; and I will put enmity between you and the woman and between your seed and her seed. He shall bruise you on the head, and you shall bruise him on the heel.”
Enmity: means enemies 
John 8:44 Adam and Eve believed a lie, because Satan is the father of lies.
Enmity between your seed and her seed: Picture of the virgin birth of Jesus Christ
Women don’t have a seed.
Crucifixion is the only death that bruises a heel.
The woman’s seed will be bruised on his head: statement of death
But he shall bruise thy head: If the woman’s seed is going to crush his head AFTER his heel has been bruised….this is a picture of resurrection.
Virgin woman is Israel because Mary was of the tribe of Judah, the tribe of David.
Heb. 2:14 Jesus, through His death, burial, and resurrection took away the power of death from Satan. He rendered him powerless. 
Rev. 12:1 compared with Gen. 37:9-10
Rev. 12:2 -3,9 Dragon is Satan
Rev. 12:4 After Jesus was born, Herod tried to kill her son
Rev. 12:5 Male child is to rule
12 stars on the crown of her head: 12 tribes of Israel
Gen. 12:1-3 God appears to Abram and gives him a promise.
Gal. 3:8-9 The Scripture foreseeing that God would justify the Gentiles by faith preached the gospel beforehand to Abraham saying “All the nations will be blessed in you.” So then those who are of faith are blessed with Abraham, the believer. 
God preached the gospel to Abraham.  (Romans 9)
Gen. 15:5-6 
Gen. 15:17-18 God cut a covenant with Abraham.
Gal. 3:6 Abraham’s salvation
Gal. 3:16 Now the promises were spoken to Abraham and to his seed. He does not say, “And to his seeds,” as referring to many, but rather to one, “And to your seed,” that is Christ. 
Christ is the New Testament word for the Old Testament word Messiah.
Ex. 12:3, 5-6 On the 14th day of Nissan, Christ was crucified. The same day the Jews were slaughtering the Passover Lamb.
Ex. 12:11 You are to eat the lamb
John 6:35 I am the bread of life.
I Cor. 5:7 Clean out the old leaven….Christ our Passover has been sacrificed. 
John 1:29   Behold the Lamb of God that takes away the sin of the world.
Lev. 16:7-8 
Yom Kippur – Day of Atonement. The most holy high day for the Jews
Lev. 16:15 The goat that is to be sacrificed is a sin offering. The people are going to confess their sins as the priest puts his hands on the goat; a picture of their sins being put on the goat, so the goat is slaughtered for them.
Lev. 16:20-22 The live goat, the scapegoat, is sent away into the wilderness. The goat bears the peoples’ iniquities and carries them to a solitary land.
Both goats are a picture of Jesus.
Heb 9:28 So Christ also, having been offered once to bear the sins of many, will appear a second time for salvation without reference to sin to those who eagerly await Him.
Rom. 3:25 
Ps. 22:1, 14-15, 18   This Psalm describes crucifixion, which had not been invented yet.
Perfect description of Jesus Christ’s death on the cross.
Matt. 27:46 Jesus cries out, “My God, My God, why have You forsake Me?”
Ps. 16:10 For You will not abandon my soul to Sheol; nor will You allow Your Holy One to undergo decay.
Acts 2:22-24 Peter is explaining the gospel 
Predetermined plan of God was spoken of in the Old Testament: Gen. 3:15
Acts 2:25-33 
Is. 7:14 
Is. 9:6
Matt. 1:23
Is. 53:5
I Pet. 2:24 Dying to sin and living to righteousness is the obedience of faith
Dan. 2:34 Daniel’s statue where the stone made without hands crushed the statue: The stone is Jesus
Micah 5:2 Prophecy of where Jesus would be born.
Matt. 2:4-5 The wise men were trying to find Jesus, because they had been following His star. They knew the prophecy that said Jesus would be born in Bethlehem of Judea.
Jesus fulfilled 333 prophecies. If 50 of those were fulfilled alone, it would be almost a mathematical impossibility. Yet, He fulfilled 333.
