Two things man will distort, which results in a cult
1. Jesus was the God/man:  The incarnation: carne is the word for flesh.
Jesus, who was God, became flesh.
2. Deity of Christ: Jesus was, is and always has been God.
John 8:24 …”unless you believe that I am He, you will die in your sins.”
The gospel of John presents the deity of Christ like no other gospel.
“The I AM” is the Ego Eimi
Ex. 3:14-15 God said to Moses, “Thus you shall say to the sons of Israel, ‘ I AM has sent me to you.’” God furthermore, said to Moses, “Thus you shall say to the sons of Israel, ‘ The LORD, the God of your fathers,  the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, has sent me to you.’ This is My name forever, and this is My memorial-name to all generations.”
Rom. 5:12 
Death came because man sinned. So, when Adam sinned, the Spirit of God left him, so he died spiritually. Since he died spiritually, he would die physically.
The one that takes the death penalty for us, has to be sinless.
That’s why the virgin birth and the incarnation are necessary.
Heb. 2:14 
Jesus knew no sin because He was born of a virgin.
Mary never knew a man until AFTER the birth of her Son.
John 8:24 Jesus tells us He is God. If you do not believe in Him, you will die in your sins.

The Jews were allowed to stone Him because of blasphemy.

Mary belonged to the tribe of Judah. She came from a king: David.
