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Rom. 1:7-8 through the power of the gospel.
Rom. 1:5-6 We have received grace: unmerited favor
Obedience of faith: faith that is real is a faith that obeys. It lives in the light of what it believes.
The “called” is in the third section of Romans: chapters 9-11
Rom. 1:7 “Saint” and “holy” have the same root word. It implies a righteousness that comes into your life.
Rom. 1:8 Their faith was heard about through all the world.
Persecution purifies.
Rom. 1:9-10 
Two things that are of absolute importance in your life. The Word of God and prayer.
Without the Word of God your prayers can go off on tangents that are not biblical. But if you keep the Word of God and you keep prayer there then you have a balance.
If you take away prayer, then you’ll end up with just a knowledge without the power behind it.
Rom. 1:11-12 Paul wants to exercise his spiritual gift among the Romans
I Pet. 4:10-11
Basically, your gifts will fall into two categories: speaking or serving.
Rom. 1:13-15
The gospel was a governing relationship all his life.
I owe the gospel to the Greek and the Barbarians, the wise and the foolish; to ALL men.
Are the heathen really lost? YES!
Apart from God there is only death. That is why we are a debtor to all men.
Matt. 24:14 
Rev. 14:6-7
Rom. 1:15 
Phil.1:12-26 Paul’s chains spread the gospel because when he was chained to a roman guard day and night, that guard heard the gospel.
Rom. 1:16-20
 
“For”: gar – a causal gar. It can be used in three ways.
It’s a conjunction which can be used:
1. As an explanatory – translated because, for instance
2. It can be a causal conjunction: it is the grounds or reason for something
3. It can be an intensive conjunction: indeed
The most common way is causal.
What is the cause of Paul’s eagerness to preach the gospel?
He’s not embarrassed by it
Why? It is the power of God for salvation.
Why? Because the gospel reveal’s God’s righteousness.
Rom 1:18 What is the cause? The wrath of God.
Rom. 1:17-19 God MADE it (righteousness) evident to them?
What is the cause for God making it evident to them? 
Rom. 1:20 
What is the cause of them being without excuse? Because when they knew God, they glorified Him not.
Rom. 1:16 
It is a 3- fold salvation.

Past tense salvation is when you got saved from sin’s penalty which is death: physical and spiritual: Justification
Present tense: I am being saved from sin’s rule, power and dominion: Sanctification (Romans 6-8). This salvation produces righteousness.
Future Tense: I shall be saved from the presence of sin. (Rom. 8) This is glorification: when I get my new body.
Phil. 1:3,6 I am confident of this very thing, that He who began a good work in you will perfect it until the day of Christ Jesus.
The day of Jesus Christ is when we get our new bodies.
Rom. 1:16-17 “The righteousness of God”:  dikaiosune -noun.  Dikaios is the adjective.
It is what is right, it is conformable to right, it is pertaining to right.
If I am truly saved, righteousness is going to be produced in my life.
It is a standard of what is right determined by God alone, and thereby unaffected by any externals such as: customs, philosophy, ideologies, religion, or morals of man’s devising.
True righteousness is what GOD says is right.
To be righteous is to conform to God’s standard: it is to walk the way God says to walk, it is union with God in character. 
God’s character is holiness. So, because God is holy, the gospel reveals the righteousness of God.
Because God put all our sins on Jesus, God CAN give us salvation: righteousness.
The righteousness of God in judging sin and God raising Christ. Because Christ paid for sin, totally and completely.
John 3:16 God so loved the world. God’s love.
God gave His only begotten Son: that’s the wrath of God
Whosoever believeth in Him should not perish
The righteousness of God demands the wrath of God.
The righteousness of God is revealed from faith: from is “ek”, to faith “eis”.
If I believe Jesus died for my sins, then I will receive the righteousness of God.
The righteousness of God is received by faith, and it is maintained by faith.
The righteousness of God is received, maintained and lived by faith.
Eph. 2:8-9
Faith and works are OPPOSITE.
Faith is maintained by faith.
Heb. 3:6 
It is lived by faith
Col. 2:6-7 
The power of God changes me!
