Review:
Justification: it’s a forensic term. It’s an act for a guilty sinner where he is declared not guilty as God imputes His righteousness to him. 
In justification man’s sins are remitted and he is reckoned as righteous, because of faith in the satisfactory sacrifice of Jesus Christ’s blood.
Heb. 9:22 Without the shedding of blood there is no remission of sin
Rom 3:24 
Dorean – gift; without a cause
You owe God absolute righteousness. Therefore, Jesus came and paid our debt.
Col. 2:13-14
John 19:30 “It is finished”’
Tetelestai: was used when a certificate of debt was paid in full.
We owed God absolute righteousness. 
God nailed our certificate of debt to the cross. ”Paid in full”.

John 10:28-30 No one can snatch them out of My hand. (I will lose none.)
Justification comes THROUGH redemption, which is in Christ Jesus.
John 8:34-36 
Redemption means to buy out of the market, to buy out of slavery to sin. 
Exagorazo: buy out of
Lutroo: to release by paying a price
Apolutroo: strengthened form of lutroo
Salvation is free, but it cost God His Son. It cost Jesus His life by shedding His blood, which had to be perfect blood.
I Pet. 1:18-19
Romans 5, 6, 7 and 8 move us out of Adam and put us in Christ.
Justification comes through redemption because God’s holiness is propitiated by Christ’s perfect sacrifice.
Propitiated means satisfied.
Rom. 3:24-25 
Propitiation: the removal of wrath by offering a gift.
Jesus’ blood satisfied the righteousness of God therefore wrath could be removed.
Lev. 17:11 For the life of the flesh is in the blood, and I have given it to you on the altar to make atonement for your souls; for it is the blood by reason of the life that makes atonement. 
Lev. 16:14-16
This is Yom Kippur – the Day of Atonement
Hilasterion: in the Septuagent, the Greek translation of the Old Testament.
I John 2:1-2 HE HIMSELF is the Mercy Seat!!
I John 4:10 
Heb. 10:1-3 For the Law, since it has only a shadow of the good things to come and not the very form of things, can never, by the same sacrifices which they offer continually year by year, make perfect those who draw near. Otherwise, would they not have ceased to be offered, because the worshipers, having once been cleansed, would no longer have had consciousness of sins? But in those sacrifices there is a reminder of sins year by year.
Heb. 10:4-7 For it is impossible for the blood of bulls and goats to take away sins. Therefore, when He comes into the world, He says, “Sacrifice and offering You have not desired, but a body You have prepared for Me; in whole burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin You have taken no pleasure. Then I said, ‘Behold, I have come (in the scroll of the book it is written of Me) to do Your will, O God.’”
Heb. 10:8-10 After saying above, “Sacrifices and offerings and sacrifices for sin You have not desired, nor have You taken pleasure in them” (which are offered according to the Law), then He said, “Behold, I have come to do Your will.” He takes away the first in order to establish the second. By this will we have been sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.
Heb. 10:11-14 Every priest stands daily ministering and offering time after time the same sacrifices which can never take away sins; but He, having offered one sacrifice for sins for all time, sat down at the right hand of God, waiting from that time onward until His enemies be made a footstool for His feet. For by one offering He has perfected for all time those who are sanctified.
Those first sacrifices of blood of bulls and goats, are gone. We don’t need them any longer.
The Temple was destroyed by God under Titus in AD70. (another example of God’s finger in history)
I John 3:2 Beloved, now we are children of God, and it has not appeared as yet what we will be. We know that when He appears, we will be like Him, because we will see Him just as He is.
We are free because the debt has been paid.
I can never be sold again; I’ve been bought by Him and I will remain in His house forever and ever.
Rom. 8:17  I am a joint heir with Jesus
