Glory means to give a correct estimate of
John 1:14 Jesus was the only One that showed us the glory of God
Rom. 3:24-26 
From Adam and Eve all the way down, through the ages, God has declared some men as righteous. 
Ex. Abraham and King David
How can God declare them righteous when the blood of bulls and goats cannot take away sins?
From Adam and Eve to the crucifixion, God passed over sins.
All of the sins from Adam and Eve on were put on Jesus Christ
2 Cor. 5:21 Jesus was made sin for us
Rom 3:25
God is not only just in condemning sin, but I am Justifier because I am the Condemned. I provided the sacrifice for sin.
How did the people in the Old Testament get saved? By faith in the coming sacrifice.
God’s Justice and Righteousness Were Not Compromised. 
Now we know why Jesus was in such agony.
Heb. 5:7 In the days of His (Jesus’) flesh, He offered up both prayers and supplications with loud crying and tears to the One able to save Him from death, and He was heard because of His piety (holiness).
Death could not hold Him because He was without spot or wrinkle.
This was the only time in history where Jesus the Son and God the Father were separated from One Another because Jesus knew the awfulness of sin from all those people from Adam on down.
Rom. 3:26 
“just” – dikaion
“Justifier” – dikaiounta
Same as the root word for righteousness.
Rom. 3:27-28 
Rom. 3:29-30 
Gal. 3:6-9 Even so Abraham believed God, and it was reckoned to him as righteousness. Therefore, be sure that it is those who are of faith who are sons of Abraham. The Scripture foreseeing that God would justify the Gentiles by faith, preached the gospel beforehand to Abraham, saying, “All the nations will be blessed in you.” So then those who are of faith are blessed with Abraham, the believer.
Gal. 3:16 
Rom. 3:29-31 
John 1:17 For the Law was given through Moses; grace and truth were realized through Jesus Christ.
Gal. 3:10
Gal. 3:11-14
When the Spirit comes in you, then He convicts the world of sin because you are living a righteous life. 
Rom. 3:31 
Rom. 8: 3-4 When Christ comes into a person’s life, He fulfills the Law in us.
Paul has established his case:
1. All have sinned  Rom. 1-3:20   Jew and Gentile
2. The Law cannot save us
3. Righteousness is bestowed on those who believe in Jesus Christ
4. Justification is a free gift and comes through redemption as God is propitiated/satisfied by the blood of Jesus
5. The cross demonstrated God’s righteousness when He justly dealt with the sin of man and therefore can justify sinful man.

Apart from Works
Rom. 4:1-3
“reckoned” – legizomai – to put to one person’s account.
God put to Abraham’s account absolute righteousness
Rom. 4:4-5
Faith is not a substitute for righteousness because righteousness is involved in faith. 
Faith is the “germ” or “seed” of righteousness, and it has to produce holiness.
God accepts the germ, faith, not in the place of the fruit, which is righteousness, but as containing the fruit.
When you plant faith, it always produces righteousness. Faith is NOT a substitute for righteousness.
If you have true faith, you will be righteous.
Heb. 12:14 Pursue peace with all men, and the sanctification without which no one will see the Lord.
A man is never justified by his works of righteousness; he is justified by his faith. But true faith produces works of righteousness.
That faith makes me a partaker of the life and righteousness of God. 
Ez. 36:27 I will put My Spirit within you and cause you to walk in My statutes, and you will be careful to observe My ordinances. 
Rom 4:6 
Ps. 32:1-2  It is a Psalm about Sin, Penance, Confession and Forgiveness. It is written after Bathsheba and Uriah. 
Rom. 4:7-8
God does not put sin to your account because He put it to Jesus’ account.
I John 1:8  If we say that we have no sin, we are deceiving ourselves and the truth is not in us.
Apart from circumcision (which came at least 14 years later)
Rom. 4:9-12
Circumcision is a seal of the righteousness of faith
Sometime between the age of 75 and 86 Abraham believed God.
He was circumcised at 99.
Gen. 15 He believed God.
Gen. 17 He was circumcised
Circumcision is a seal, it is not the covenant itself, and it is nothing without the covenant.
We have a seal that is a testimony of the reality of our transaction of our salvation: baptism. Many churches have torn that seal and preach you are saved by baptism. But baptism is a sign of what has already taken place.
Apart from the Law
Rom. 4:13-15 He is not saying where there is no violation there is no sin. 
Rom 4:16
Gal. 3:29 
Rom. 4:17  Paul points to the fact that when God made a promise to Abram and Sarai they had never had a child. God made that promise to Abraham when he was 75 -sperm was impotent and Sarah’s eggs were dead.
