Paul has established, so far, that righteousness is by faith, he now establishes that the righteousness is given to men and women who are sinners, Jew and Gentile alike.
Is this righteousness, that comes by faith, and not by works, thorough enough to bring us to glorification and keep me from the wrath of God?
Rom. 5:1-11   The Thoroughness of Our Salvation
It is from justification to glorification through tribulation. Between justification and glorification there WILL be tribulation.
Rom. 5:12-21 The Mediator of Our Salvation
We go from death’s reign to life’s reign because we move from Adam to Christ
It is a “Much More” salvation.
1. It stands in trials because of where YOU stand in the grace of God –Stand is in the perfect tense. A past and completed action with a present and continuing result. Rom. 5:1-5
2. Secure because it is established in love while we were helpless, ungodly and sinners.   Rom. 5:6-8 
3. It is a Sure salvation because we were reconciled through Jesus when we were still enemies Rom. 5:9-11
To reconcile is to take two who were at enmity with one another, and to bring them back into peace with one another.  Man is reconciled to God, not man to man.
4. It is a Total Salvation because of One man’s obedience that results in life eternal.  Rom 5:12-21
Rom. 5:1 We have peace with God because we are no longer enemies.
Rom. 5:2 
Jesus restores everything that was lost in the garden, but He gives us MUCH MORE.
