The time of Alexander the Great
He will conquer from Greece to India in a relatively short time.
He is the one horned goat. Born in Pella in 356 BC. This is the intertestamental period. He was born to Philip who was a brilliant military genius. Olympias, Philip’s wife and Alexander’s mother, is a very intelligent, bold, assertive woman. Very passionate and emotional. Take those two and you get Alexander the Great. 
Alexander thinks he is partly God because his mother says she was impregnated by Zeus, the Greek god of the sky, thunder, lightning, law, order, and weather. 
Aristotle, one of the greatest minds of this time, becomes Alexander’s father figure. He gives him a copy of Homer’s Iliad. 
Alexander treasures that book and gets a glimpse of what he can become in the image of Achilles. But he determines he is going to be greater.
Alexander comes to the throne at the age of 20. He raises an army and sets out for the Persian Empire, from Turkey to Pakistan. He leaves 20,000 miles of bloodshed.

When Alexander conquered, he used two weapons of war: fear and force
He conquers Persia in 331 B.C. He wants to give them a common language and he gives them Greek, and integrates the earth; Hellenization is Greek gods, language and way of life.
He spends about 11 years on the battlefield and thinks of himself as a god to be worshipped. 
At a great party he becomes very ill and dies at the age of 33. 
Dan. 11:4 Alexander’s kingdom was given to four generals.
The Jews KNOW what is going to happen, but many do not believe it.
They’re living in Hellenization.
