Romans 1    
Gospel of God
A. Introduced immediately   1:1
B. Concerns God’s Son
I Cor. 15:1-8 Death, burial and resurrection
Burial proves the death.
Resurrection is proved by many seeing Him.
1. Promised beforehand Gen. 3:15
2. Born of the seed of David 
3. Declared with power to be the Son of God by the resurrection Rom. 1:4
We see His humanity: incarnation. Its whole purpose was the crucifixion. 
Flesh – carne
God could not raise Jesus Christ from the dead if He had not totally and completely paid for our sin.





Phil. 2:5-11 
His exaltation had never been done. It is a unique position. As a man, He came down to do what Adam did not do.
He was tempted and did NOT sin, so He was the first man, God-man, to live a sinless life.
C. Power of God unto salvation: it is for the Jew and Gentile who will believe (1:16-17), it reveals the righteousness of God and it comes by faith.

       A. Revealed against ungodliness of men    Rom. 1:18-20
B. Comes of those who are without excuse; they have willfully chosen it
          They have a witness within and without. There is a God-consciousness within and creation without. Creation shows us His divine power and His eternal nature, one that continues throughout every generation.
C. He gives them over
1. Lusts
2. Perversion
3. Reprobate mind

3. The Law reveals their sin   3:20 
4. Righteousness is through faith 
a. Justified as a gift. Justify means to declare righteous, and that righteousness has been imputed to our account.
b. By grace of God
c. Through Redemption whose price is Christ’s blood
d. Comes because God is propitiated: satisfied by Christ’s blood

Righteousness is by faith and is reckoned/imputed to our account.
1. Apart from works
2. Apart from circumcision
3. Apart from the Law
