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Baptized into His death. Buried with Him in baptism.

Doctrine of Justification
It has been used and misunderstood, and Paul wants to anticipate their questions or objections about this doctrine and answer all their questions.
In Romans 6 and 7 Paul is going to deal with 3 common objections to those who oppose the doctrine of justification by faith.
Two classes of people: Jew and Gentile
Out of them, came two extreme doctrines: Judaizers and Antinomians
Judaizer: “Yes, salvation comes by faith but it is maintained by works/Law.” So they said it is Grace PLUS Law. 
Antinomians: Against, the Law. It IS salvation by faith, all by grace, so forget righteousness, the law and obedience; we can live any way we want. Grace abounds.
 Jude calls it licentiousness or moral anarchy.  (Jude 4 and 7)
Objections of a “justification by faith” doctrine:
1. Doctrine of justification by faith encourages sin. “Let us sin so you can see the grace of God.  (Rom. 3:8) In the church today, you have legalism.
Rom. 6:1-14  
Rom. 5:19-21 
Rom. 6:1 Questions imply a “no” answer.
We who are dead to sin cannot live any longer in it.
2. Justification by faith allows sin. “Since we aren’t under the Law, it allows us to sin.”  (Rom. 6:15-7:6)
Rom. 6:15 “Shall we sin because we are not under the Law but under grace?”
Rom. 6:14 You are not under law but under grace.
3. It Makes the Law evil/sinful    (Rom. 7:7-25)
“If you say justification is by grace and not by Law, then the Law must be sinful.”
Rom. 7:7 Is the Law sin? May it never be!
Rom. 7:6-7 
The problem is that these objectors do not realize what faith is.


Faith IS:
1. It is not a creed or a dogma that a person adopts. It is a personal relationship with Jesus Christ. It must affect a change in a person’s life.
Faith: Pistis –
Believe – verb form of faith “Pisteuo”
Three elements to “believing” faith:
      1. A Knowledge: Faith comes by hearing and hearing by the Word of God.
2. A Surrender to that knowledge. 
3. Obedience – I am going to live in the light of that truth.
True faith is a total committal to what you say you believe. 
Justification by faith does NOT encourage sin, rather it brings sanctification.
Romans 6 Victory over Sin
Romans 7 Justification by faith liberates us from the Law
Romans 8 This liberty does not bring lawlessness but righteousness.
Romans 1-5 Paul has established the fact of sin and salvation.
Romans 6-8 Paul establishes the sanctification that is an end/sure result of the salvation of sinners.
Romand 3:21-5 Paul shows us righteousness imputed to our account.
Romans -8 Righteousness imparted to our lives through the gift of Holy Spirit.
(Romans 5 is the first mention of Holy Spirit in Romans)
Romans 3:21-5 Justification
Romans 6-8 Sanctification: How we are made holy

Rom. 3:21-5 				Romans 6-8
Substitution 				Identification (I did it with Him)
He died for me				I died with Him
He died for my sins			I was buried with Him
He paid for sin’s penalty – death	I was raised with Him
						I live with Him in the Spirit

Romans 6: The beginning of sanctification: “Shall we continue in sin?”
Sanctified, holy, saint all have the same root word.
Paul demonstrates with the factual truth, not the experiential truth, that the gospel not only takes care of sins and their penalty, but it also takes care of the old man and the body of sin. 


Paul clearly states our union with Christ.
Rom. 6:5 
The answer to 6:1 is that every believer has died, not that he ought to die, but that his death is an accomplished fact through his identification with Christ. 
The believer has been baptized into Christ’s death and resurrection.
“Baptize”: 
Rom. 6:1-7
This is not a death that you bring about yourself. It HAS happened because of baptism.
Baptize: 
1. Bapto – to dip  Luke 16:24  The rich man wants Lazarus to “dip” his finger in water.
2. Baptidzo – a frequented form of bapto, but transliterated it – taking the Greek letters and translating it into English. “Immerse”
How was this word used? It was used of dipping a hot iron into water in order to temper it. Dipping a cloth into dye. Used of taking point of spears and dipping them into bowls of blood.
In classical Greek writings it pointed to the change of identity by any/various means. 
Recipe for pickling:
First the vegetable is to be “bapto”: in the H2O.
Then baptize into vinegar solution. When they did that, the vegetable would change its identity. It would be “pickled”.
The word here is symbolic with identification.
Gal. 3:27
Mark 16:16
If we have believed and are identified with Christ we will be saved.
Salvation is NOT by the “rite” of baptism. 
You cannot take the obscure and make it contradict the obvious.
The obvious is that salvation is by grace through faith PLUS NOTHING.
You use the obvious and interpret the obscure.
Kenneth Weis: the introduction of placing  a person or a thing into a new environment or into union with something else so as to alter its condition or its relationship to its previous environment or condition. You see identification.
Being placed into Christ’s death and resurrection alters me. There is a brand new man; a brand new life.
2 Cor. 5:17 
The way the noun form of baptize is used.
Baptisma – noun
Luke 3:3-10 reference to John’s baptism.
He is calling them to a baptism of repentance for the forgiveness of sins.
Mark 10:38-39 Jesus talks about the baptism of His sufferings
Acts 1:5  Holy Spirit’s baptism
I Cor. 12:13 We are all baptized into one body
Matt. 3:11-12 Baptism of Holy Spirit or with fire. Jesus will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and with fire. Holy Spirit is synonymous with salvation. Fire is synonymous with the judgment of God, the eventual wrath of God which will come upon everyone who is not baptized with the Holy Spirit. Saved.
Wheat: eternal life, gathered into His barn.
Chaff: burned with unquenchable fire, the Lake of Fire, the wrath of God.
Acts 16:30-33 The rite of baptism. “Believe….”
1. Baptism for the forgiveness of sins
2. Baptism of His sufferings
3. Holy Spirit’s baptism
4. Baptism of fire (judgment)
5. Rite of baptism
If you have believed in the Lord Jesus Christ as your Savior, you need to be baptized with water, as an act of obedience, testifying of the reality of what has taken place in your life.
Matt. 28:19-20 “Go ye therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age.”
Acts 2:13 Peter is preaching
Acts 2:33-39 They were convicted of their sins. 
This is an obscure passage. People take it and say you MUST be baptized in order to be saved.
Repent and be baptized: The rite of baptism
“For:” eis, can be translated “for” or “because”, of the forgiveness of sins and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit – salvation. You receive the Holy Spirt at the time of salvation.
