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Romans 8 begins with No Condemnation and Ends with No Separation because we are sons of God.

We are sons of God because:

1. The Spirit has set us free from sin and death (8:1-8)
2. The Spirit of life indwells you  (8:9-11)
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Our salvation is past tense: the penalty of sin:from the flames and fire of hell
Our salvation is present tense: the power of sin, day by day
Our salvation is future tense: the presence of sin.

The minute I die as a Christian, my spirit leaves my body and goes to be with Christ. When the rapture happens, Christ descends and the dead in Christ will be raised first. My spirit and my body connect (I Cor. 15:51-54) once again, but it is an immortal body.
All of this is possible because as a son of God I have the Spirit of God living inside of me. 
Rom. 8:10-11 
Romans 6  Death is no longer master over me
I Corinthians 15 is the resurrection chapter of the body.
3. By the Spirit we put to death the deeds of the body  (8:12-14)
This is a good way to know whether you are saved or not. What is the habit of your life? Are you producing deeds of the flesh or the Spirit?
Ez. 36:26-27 God puts His Spirit inside of you.
4. By the Spirit you call God, “Father”. (8:15-17)
“Abba” is a term of intimacy, dependance. “Daddy”
I am an heir with God but also a joint heir with Christ. Meaning one child cannot get the inheritance before all of the children get the inheritance. 
Our inheritance is the kingdom of God. 
“Adoption as sons” was a Greek and Roman term. As a child grew up in the home, he had no more rights than a slave that was in the household. 
When he came to the place of accountability, when he could be responsible for that inheritance, there was a formal, legal procedure in which that child was adopted as a son. There were witnesses there and he was told what his inheritance was and what his obligations were.
Gal. 4:1-7  If you are a son, then you are an heir of God
Child: nepios – a very young child, baby. 
Teknon – older child
John 8:34-36 Once you become a son of God, you can never be anything else!
We are no longer a slave, under a tutor, no longer under the Law.
Not only do you get all the glory of the inheritance, but you get all the obligations of the inheritance.
Rom. 8:17 This suffering is because of our identification with the Father
Rom 5:2-5 We exult in the hope of the glory of God
John 15:18-19 “If”, 1st class condition. And it is so. “If the world hates you..”
John 15:19 “If” you were of the world: 2nd class condition, means “and it’s NOT true”
John 15:20-22 “If” 1st class condition “If they persecuted Me, they will also persecute you.
Because we are “different” we expose the sin of the world and they don’t like you, and that brings suffering!
Knowing the Sovereignty of God gives us peace and rest.
5. We have the first fruits of the Spirit in the hope of redemption (8:18-25)
I Cor. 2: 9-10
Rom. 8:19-22  Creation groans and WE groan, all because of sin.
Is. 65:24 
Is. 11:7-10 
Eph. 1:13-14 God’s own possession, He bought at Calvary. 
I Cor. 6:1-3
Matt. 19:28-30
6. The Spirit helps our weaknesses  (8:26-30)
7. God the Father and God the Son love us  (8:31-39)
Now, take that gospel because you are a debtor to it, and share it.
