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How do you know that the Spirit of God really dwells in you?
Romans 8
IF the Spirit of God dwells in you:
1. WILL Walk by the Spirit, habitually
2. Your mind  WILL be set on the things of the Spirit
3. Life WILL be given to your mortal body
4. WILL be led by the Spirit. You WILL be putting to death the deeds of the body/flesh
5. You WILL be able to cry, “Abba Father”
6. The Spirit WILL bear witness with your spirit that you are a child of God. The Spirit WILL confirm your relationship to God
7. You WILL endure suffering
The true child of God is never turned away from God by suffering but is simply drawn closer to God through suffering.
If a person professes to know Christ and does not belong to Christ, really, and suffering comes into their life, they will turn away and walk away from their profession of Christ.
You will find your mind subjecting itself to the Law of God and walking accordingly when we say: we will walk by the Spirit, as a habit of life, and our mind will be set on the things of the Spirit.
Context of Romans 8
We see how the righteousness of God is imparted in our life: how it is lived out.
Rom. 1:16-17  Theme of the book: “I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ…”  
IN IT, the gospel, the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to faith
“The just shall live by faith”
Romans is about the righteousness of God imparted to man
Rom. 1-3:20  Righteousness needed
Rom. 3:21-5  Righteousness imputed: put to one’s account
(Rom. 4:3-5 Righteousness credited, reckoned, imputed)
Rom. 6-8  Righteousness imparted
Rom. 9-11 Righteousness rejected
Rom. 12-16 Righteousness manifested
Romans 8 will demonstrate Romans 6:22 
Romans is like the plumbline for all the rest of the Word of God.
A plumbline becomes a standard to show you what is true, what is straight.
Rom. 6:22 But now having been freed from sin and enslaved to God, you derive your benefit(fruit), resulting in sanctification, and the outcome, eternal life.
In Romans 3:21-5 God credits righteousness to our account. 
Romans 6, 7 and 8 God produces righteousness because righteousness is NEVER by works, but only by faith.
Rom. 7:4
Rom. 8:1 Once you move “into” Christ Jesus, there is NEVER condemnation because condemnation leaves you without hope. It is NOT from God.
There is no condemnation from sin because sin was taken care of at Calvary. When you sin your fellowship with God is broken, but NOT your relationship.
There is no condemnation from the Law because you died!
The Spirit of life in Christ Jesus takes care of both.
Until salvation comes you are bound in an “earth” body being pulled down by all the sinfulness of the flesh.
Rom. 8:1-3 “law” means principle of sin and death
When Christ hung on that cross He hung there in the “likeness” of sinful flesh: He was NOT a sinner. He was born of a virgin.
Rom. 5:12 Knocks out the theory of evolution (because Adam and Eve were the only ones that reproduced, and all mankind came from them. If others reproduced, then all men are not created in sin) and it knocks out the possibility of Jesus being born out of the natural union of a man and a woman. 
Gen. 5:3 Adam became the father of one in HIS image.
Gen. 1:27 God created man in HIS own image.
Gen. 2:7 Adam and Eve were created in the image of GOD when He breathed into them the breath of life.
When He created Adam and Eve they had the Spirit of God inside of them. But when they sinned, the Spirit left because of sin.
Tit. 3:5 God renewed us by the Holy Spirit
So when Adam and Eve procreate, they have “little sinners”
Rom. 8:3 God sent His own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, but He was without sin.
I Pet. 1:18-19 

If Jesus had NOT been born of a virgin, He would be a sinner because He would be of Adam’s seed. This is why the virgin birth is so important.
Rom. 6:23 IF God had not put our sins upon Christ, Christ would not have died! Sin brings death.
Rom. 8:3 “condemned” means deposed from its dominion
Rom. 8:4 states WHY God did this: So that the requirements of the Law would be fulfilled in us
Matt. 5:17-20 
Rom. 8:4 “Walk” –  to order one’s behavior
Rom. 8:4 “According to” – kata – under the dominion of 
Until Christ came, we were earth bound, living in this body of death.
The law, principle of sin and death in our lives that makes us earth bound.
Rom. 7:14-20 The Law wants us to live in holiness
I Pet. 1:16; Lev. 11:44 “Be Holy as I am holy”
Rom. 7:20-24 “Who will set me free from this body of sin and death?”
There’s got to be something that can overcome that pull, that gravity of sin and death.
Like the caterpillar spinning a cocoon “of death”, by way of illustration, it still has that body, but now it has wings. With its wings, that “Spirit of life” it can fly above that gravity. It can overcome. It is a brand-new creature. 
I don’t get a new body until I die, or Jesus comes back. I still live in this body of flesh. I have to chose to walk according to the Spirit.
Gal. 5:16-18 But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not carry out the desire of the flesh. For the flesh sets its desire against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; for these are in opposition to one another, so that you may not do the things that you please. But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under the Law. (He does not say you will not have fleshly desires.)
Gal. 5:19-21 “practice” means as a habit of life.
Rom. 8:5-7 The Spirit causes us to please God
Rom. 8:8 Only the Spirit can please God. Those not in the Spirit CANNOT please God. 
Therefore, examine yourself.
