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Sanctified Sons Suffer, but a Sovereign God controls it all.

The gospel produces righteousness in the life of every human being it effects
Rom. 1:16-17 The gospel is the power of God unto salvation
The gospel is NOT mere knowledge. It is NOT mere acquiescence to the truth. It is a transforming power that brings salvation from sin.
Matt. 1:21 The gospel saves us from sin’s penalty, power, and someday from sin’s presence.
Those who are truly saved are no longer according to the flesh/under the dominion of the flesh. They are according to the Spirit.
Romans has the answer to the “Easy Believism” so popular today.
You still have the flesh but its master, the old man, is dead.
Although the flesh is there, by the Spirit you will habitually put to death the deeds of the body.
It is the metamorphosis of the Spirit that overcomes the gravity pull of the body of flesh and causes it to soar in righteousness.
Rom 8:1-5 peripetao=to walk, to order one’s conduct
You can be religious, and you can do what you think is religious activity, but it will always be a mind according to the flesh. These are religious “concepts”.
I Cor. 2:9 Spiritual truth is not discerned by the natural heart
1 Cor. 2:10-13 A man only has the spirit of man unless he is saved and then he gets the Spirit of God; then he is taught by the Spirit, Biblical truth.
I Cor. 2:14  A natural man does not accept the things of the Spirit of God, for they are foolishness to him; and he cannot understand them, because they are spiritually appraised.  (his mind is according to the flesh)
I Cor. 2:15 But he who is spiritual appraises all things, yet he himself is appraised by no one.    (line everything up with Scripture)
I Cor. 2:16 For who has known the mind of the Lord, that he will instruct Him? But we have the mind of Christ. 
Rom. 8:6-7 The mind set on the flesh is hostile to God.
2 Cor. 3:12-18 The veil is removed in Christ, so their minds are hardened until they turn to Christ.
2 Cor. 3:8 Ministry of the Spirit/ministry of condemnation   Old Covenant vs. the New Covenant
Rom. 12:2 This transformed mind gives me an appetite for the things of the Spirit.
Saturating yourself in the Word grows you up.
Rom. 8:7-8 Those who are in the flesh, according to the flesh, cannot please God.
Rom. 8:9 If Indeed – 1st class condition - and it’s true. The Spirit of God in you makes you belong to Christ.
Rom. 8:10-11 If you have the Holy Spirit in you, He will give this mortal body immortality.
I Cor. 15:50-58 Death is swallowed up in victory. He will redeem my body!
We will never know the separation of hell.
Glory and resurrection is coming!!
Rom. 8:11
Eph.1:18-2:7 
Rom 8:12 I am NOT to live according to the flesh!
Rom. 8:13 If you are living according to the flesh, you are “on your way to dying”
Rom. 8:13 True salvation produces righteousness
Rom. 8:14-15 
I Cor. 12:13 For by one Spirit we were all baptized into one body, whether Jews or Greeks, whether slaves or free, and we were all made to drink of one Spirit.
John 8:34-35 Slaves could be cast out at anytime; but a son is forever
Rom. 8:15-18 Suffering will come to the sons of God because we live in an unsanctified world. But that suffering is under God’s sovereignty.  It will not destroy you, but it will make you into His image.
If you are a son, you are sanctified, and you will live according to the Spirit with your mind set on the things of the Spirit.
You have an inheritance in Christ Jesus.
2 Tim. 2:15 Study to show yourself approved unto God.
