What about sin and the Christian?
Paul has established:
1. All mankind is under sin. Being a Jew does not make you different.
2. God justifies man through faith in the redemption which is in Christ Jesus.
a. Apart from works
b. Apart from Law
c. Apart from circumcision 
Paul anticipates the objections and perversions men will make to this truth
1. Objections: You can’t teach justification by faith
2. Perversions: Since salvation is by faith; since where sin abounds, grace does much more abound  I can continue in sin. More sin. More grace
3. I prayed the prayer, I can live any way I want to.
Rom. 9-11 Paul lays down a series of questions/statements and then he answers them.
Key to understanding Romans 9-11: mark each question, then mark each answer
How are Christians sanctified so that they do NOT continue to sin?
Problem:    Sin
Answer: If you are saved by faith, apart from works and the Law, how are you going to control sin if you don’t have good works?
Problem: How is justification by faith maintained?
Answer: Sin’s reign is dealt a mortal blow through:
1. Our death with Christ
2. The life of the Spirit in us, the power of the indwelling Spirit
Comparison: 
Rom.3:21-5 Paul explained how Christ’s death for us freed us from sin’s penalty
Rom. 6:23 The wages of sin is death
Rom. 5:12
Rom. 6-8 Paul shows how our death with Christ delivers us from sin’s power
Rom. 3:21-5 Paul shows how we are saved by the Son who gives the Spirit
Rom. 5:5
We are sanctified by God’s Spirit who gives us power over sin.
Rom. 6 Our death, at salvation, freed us from sin’s power/reign
Rom. 7 Our death freed us from the Law
1. The Law cannot sanctify a person because of the flesh.
2. A man, regenerate (saved) or unregenerate (lost) can never conquer the flesh through the Law.
Rom. 8 Our life in the Spirit fulfills the requirement of the Law
When the Spirit sanctifies us, it does not make us lawless: it produces righteousness in us.
Rom. 6 :1 
In Romans 5, Paul established that sin existed in the world but was not put to their account.
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The Law was given to show them their sinfulness. And when the Law came, then the transgression increased because they knew exactly what they were to do and exactly what they were NOT to do.
The minute a law is set, transgression increases.
Rom. 5:20  There is no depth, multiplication of sin, that there is not enough grace to cover that sin.
“If sin is there, and grace is there to cover it, let’s continue in sin.”
Rom. 6:1-2 How shall we who died to sin, still live in it?
Rom. 6:3-4 This is not talking about water baptism in this verse, but water baptism IS symbolic of our death WITH Christ, burial and resurrection to walk in newness of life. THIS means to be united, identified with Christ. We have been united with Him so we cannot continue in sin.
The whole purpose of your death in Christ is so that you may have a whole new purpose in life.
2 Cor. 5:21   Christ was made a sinner for you
In the plan, economy, mind, heart of God, you died with Christ. You were buried. Christ was raised from the dead, so you were raised with Him to walk in newness of life.
2 Cor. 5:17 
Rom. 6:5-7
“done away with”: means to render inoperative, not annihilated.
“Old Man” only used two other places in Scripture. Use those to understand the “old man”.
Col. 3:9 “laid aside” is in the aorist tense. Happened once.
Col. 3:10 “Who is being renovated” is in the present tense. It is a process
What makes me new? I have the Holy Spirit living inside of me, so now I am new. I got rid of the old man at Calvary.
The old man is dead, you don’t have to crucify him, but you MUST remember that he is dead!!!
This body, as an instrument of sin, was rendered inoperative. 
“There are no strings on me!”
Eph. 2::1-2 We walk according to the prince of the power of the air
Col. 3:9 
Col. 3:10-11 A renewal in which there is no distinction (Rom. 3:9) 
Eph. 4:1, 20-28 (all aorist tense. It’s been done)
Eph. 1-3 Paul lays down doctrine
Eph. 4:22-24 Paul shows you your condition 
Eph. 4:25-32 Paul shows you your conduct because of your condition
Rom. 6:6-12
If I am saved and I don’t reckon myself to be dead to sin, am I not then dead to sin? I am dead to sin whether I reckon it to be true or not, but I am not walking in faith.
Sin is now a choice, and it always brings judgment. It is not to be the habit/lifestyle of the Christian.
Rom. 6:12-18   Imperatives, commands of faith
Rom. 6:22-23 
Rom. 7:4 
What God wants, He will produce in me by His Spirit.
Righteousness is the fruit I bear.
Rom. 7:5-6 
Rom. 7:7-25  Conflict is between the Law and the inner man. The Law is spiritual and good but in my own self I can’t be good. Who will deliver me?
Rom 8:1 There is NO condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus.
Rom. 8:1-4 Our life in the Spirit fulfills the requirement of the Law
Rom. 8:1-17   Conflict between those according to the flesh and those according to the Spirit 
IF you are walking according to the flesh as a habit of life, you have NEVER been born again.
The Spirit sets us free from the Law of sin and death so that:
1. I walk according to the Spirit
2. My mind is set on the Spirit
3. The Spirit indwells every Christian
4. The Spirit gives life to our bodies
5. The Spirit puts to death the deeds of the body because we are led by the Spirit
6. The Spirit bears witness with our spirit that we are the children of God
