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“Israel’s rejection is your salvation and Israel’s salvation is your Savior’s return”
As you read Romans remember:
1. Paul’s gospel is God’s gospel
2. Paul’s epistle to the Romans is God’s word to the church
3. The Truth that Paul gives us in Romans is the truth God wants us to have. Therefore, it is all you need to know.

Four responsibilities of man in salvation:  Rom. 9:30-10:15
1. To let go of his own self-righteousness and by faith subject himself to God’s righteousness.
2. To believe in his heart and confess with his mouth that Jesus is Lord.
3. To call upon the name of the Lord.
4. To have beautiful feet.
How will men believe if they have not heard?
1. All men have heard through the beautiful feet of those who have preached the gospel of peace.
2. By a verbal testimony through another human being who has believed
 
All Will Not Heed but All Will Hear:
1. Through those with beautiful feet
2. Through creation and their God consciousness
3. Through a preacher who has been sent
Rom. 10:18 which quotes Ps. 19
Ps. 19:1-6 The heavens declaring God’s glory, or giving their witness
Ps. 19:7-14 The Scriptures declaring God’s Word or God’s Servant Jesus
Paul goes back to Psalm 19 saying everyone has heard.
Rom. 1:19-20 Nature, Creation, testifies that there is a God.
Knowing there is a Creator, and that we are created we see that we are accountable and responsible to Him,
4. Israel will hear through the Gentiles who were given Israel’s privileges.
Rom. 10:19-21 
Romans 9-11 Paul is explaining why, Israel has not been saved
Romans 9:1-10:21 It is NOT the Word of God that has failed
Why? 
1. God Sovereignly chooses
2. Only a remnant of Israel will be saved
3. Israel stumbled over the Stumbling Stone – Jesus
4. Faith come by hearing and hearing by the Word of God
Rom 11:1-36 God has not rejected Israel
1. Israel’s rejection is not total but partial
2. Israel’s rejection is not eternal but temporal
3. Israel’s rejection is the salvation of the world
God has NOT rejected Israel, has He?
1. No. Paul is a Jew, part of the remnant
2. No. Israel’s temporary rejection is the Gentile’s salvation, or is the reconciliation of the world.  Rev. 5:9-10
3. No. The root is still there, the branches will be grafted in
4. No. Their deliverance will come when the fullness of the Gentiles comes in John 10:14-16
5. No. God has made a covenant with them, and God NEVER breaks His covenant
6. No. The gifts and calling of God are irrevocable
7. No. God is merciful. As He was merciful to the Gentiles He will be to the Jews.
Rom. 11:1-7 God always has a believing remnant
Rom. 11:11 Israel stumbled over Jesus. Did Israel as a nation go crashing so as never to recover?
The very stumbling is temporary. But because they stumbled, salvation came to the Gentiles.
Rom. 10:19 – Rom. 11:14 The Jews ARE A nation. The Gentiles are not A nation, but a bunch of nations.
Rom. 11:12-16 If those original olive branches, which were laid aside, are no problem to graft back in, it is no problem to graft in you wild branches.
Rom. 11:17-22 Continuance in the faith is evidence of your salvation
Rom. 11:23-25
John 10:14-16 The fullness of the Gentiles
Rom 11:25-27
Jer. 31:33-34 God promised in His covenant that He would take away their sins
He is not saying every Jew from Abraham on, but when the Deliverer comes from Zion, THEN all Israel will be saved.
Jer. 33:14-21,25-26 
Rom. 11:25-27 How much of the nation of Israel will still exist when the Deliverer returns?
Zech. 13:7-9 THIS is when Israel will know Him and be saved. 1/3 will be saved. 2/3 will be destroyed
Rom. 11:28 From the standpoint of the gospel they are enemies. From the standpoint of God’s choice, they are beloved.
Rom. 11:29-36 God is debtor to no man. His gifts and callings are irrevocable.
This closes the doctrine section of Romans. Now we go into the “duty” part.
