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True worship has its root in right thinking.
Rom. 12:1 
The more and more you grow in the knowledge of God, the more you grow in effectively serving Him, you will have a character that is transformed into the image of Christ.
If I am going to serve God, it will be seen in three key relationships:
1. To God – I have presented myself to Him as a living sacrifice.
This is a decisive act that inaugurates true worship.
2. To God’s Word – 
Rom. 12:2 
Conformed: metaschematizomai – 
Me – is a negative. Present passive imperative – continuous, habitual action. The subject is receiving the action of the verb. Command. “Stop being conformed” but be transformed.
It forbids the continuous action that is already going on. So, it is possible for a Christian who does not renew their mind, to be conformed to this world.
Conform has to do with an outward expression: i.e. masquerade 
“Do not allow the world to squeeze you into its mold”. Philips   It has more to do with the mind and the thinking more than the “dressing”.
“Stop assuming an outward expression which is patterned after the world, which does not come from nor is representative of what you are in your inner being as a regenerated child of God.”  Weiss
It does NOT affect who you are in Christ Jesus, but it DOES affect your walk.
True worship does not allow the world to squeeze you into its mold: it puts down its roots in right thinking. What has happened inside works its way outside.
If I am going to worship Him, I must worship Him HIS way.
I know the will of God by the renewing of my mind.
“Transformed”: meta morphoumai – present, passive, imperative form of metamorphoo – we think of the word, “metamorphosis”. 
The caterpillar is changed, from the inside, to a beautiful butterfly.
Our transformation is an ongoing process.
Matt. 17:2 The Transfiguration. All that glory, that was inside of the fullness of the godhead that dwelt in Christ, burst through!
John 1:14 
We do this by the renewing of our mind.
Renewing: a gradual conforming of man more and more into the spiritual man that God intends him to be AS his mind hooks up with the mind of God.
Rom. 11:33-36
I Cor. 2:16 We have been given the mind of Christ
I Cor. 2:9-13
2 Cor. 3:18 (Old Covenant vs. New Covenant) Moses with the veil over his face
2 Cor. 3:15-18 When you are going to worship God your worship must have its roots in the Word of God.
The measure of your beholding determines the measure of the Spirit’s transforming. It is true, as long as there is OBEDIENCE with that beholding.
Why do I want to be transformed by the renewing of my mind?
So that I can prove, put to the test, what is that good, perfect and acceptable will of God.
Col. 1:9-10 As you saturate yourself in the Word of God, the will of God will be easier and easier to distinguish. 
3. To yourself: by having a sober assessment of your measure of faith and your place in the Body of Jesus Christ.
Rom. 12:3-8 You need a right relationship with yourself, sober: evaluate yourself correctly in Christ Jesus.
If you don’t – you can think of yourself too highly, OR too lowly of yourself. That will keep you from worshipping God correctly.
Rom. 12:3 Paul uses his apostolic authority.
“Don’t get puffed up in your own wisdom, knowledge and gifts. Don’t reason beyond the Scriptures”

“Gifts”: charisma
“locative of sphere”: You stay within the realm of your gift – so it is vital that you know what your gift(s) is so that you don’t try to do the work of the whole body.
I Pet. 4:10-11 It was the grace of God that put me in a specific place in the body with a specific gift to serve the body of Christ.
