(Youngest son she refers to is David; the only son/child she and Jack had together. Margaret became his wife. David is now the head of Precept Ministries)
John 15:9-13 (The abiding chapter)
Rom. 1-11  We have seen the love of God/Jesus Christ. We see all that has been accomplished in Jesus laying down His life for us.

How is that love of God manifested?
If I love Him will I not:
1. Give myself to Him? (12:1)
2. Obey His command and be transformed? (12:2)
3. Cease to exalt myself and become a faithful steward of His gifts? (12:3-8)
4. Love the brethren? (12:10-13)
5. Love all people no matter their state? (12:14-16)
6. Love those who do not love me? (12:17-21)
All of this is love without hypocrisy. 

Love’s Stewardship of God’s Gifts
Do you rejoice in the gift He has given you?
Gifts are God-given abilities to perform certain functions on behalf of the body of Jesus Christ. Therefore, gifts are NOT for your own profit, they are for the benefit of the body.
I Pet. 4:10-11 
The speaking gifts are all according to the Word of God.
The serving gifts are to be done with the strength of God.
Is. 40:31
I Cor. 12:7 Manifestation of the Spirit is the spiritual gift being seen in  its service to the body
I Cor. 14:12
Gifts are not for self-gratification or self-edification. Because God has given the gift, we cannot boast.
I Cor. 12:18 
Rom. 12:3-6
Rom. 12:6 Only deliver a message that God has given you
Rom. 12:7 If service, devote yourself to specific serving
Eph. 4:7-8 You have all the grace needed to exercise your gift
Eph. 4:11 Pastor/Teachers   Greek construction puts it together
Eph. 4:11-15 Four main speaking gifts: Apostles, Prophets, Evangelists, Pastor/Teacher: are what God uses to establish the body and bring them to the unity of faith, so that they in turn, grown up in Christ, can go out and minister to the body. 
Perfect: Teleois – to reach maturity. 
Eph. 4:15-16 
Rom. 12:7-8 Paul not only states the gifts, but he also tells us HOW to exercise the gifts.
I Cor. 12:4 Variety of gifts, but the same Spirit.
I Cor. 12:5 Varieties of ministries, but the same Lord
Diakoneo: services or ministries
Over these ministries is ONE LORD
I Cor. 12:6 Varieties of effects, but One God
Effects: energema – energy! Workings that are produced by God
Trinity represented: Spirit, Lord Jesus, God the Father
One gift can have many different ministries. Remember: the effects come from God!!! Not you! Don’t be numbers oriented.
Are you willing to labor and never see any results?
As the stewardship of love affects the brethren:
