The Word of God never gives us just doctrine or revelation. With it always comes duty and responsibility which must be based on what we believe.
Rom. 12-16 Behavior that is based on belief
Rom. 1 The end result of wrong belief
Wrong worship resulted in wrong belief which resulted in wrong behavior
Evil is progressive
1. They rejected God as God
2. They went to empty and useless speculations
3. They went to false beliefs
4. They went to false living
As Evil is progressive so 
Consecration is progressive.
1. Acknowledge God as God. 
2. Commit yourself to it
3. Transformed mind
You make one decisive act of commitment, total consecration. (12:1)
4. Honest estimation of myself and of my responsibility in the body of Christ and that leads to service which is lived out.

Burning coals were the means of starting a fire. Putting a burning coal in their basket was helping, not cursing.
Rom. 13:1-2 Obedience to the governing authorities is an instruction to consecrated people.

If I render to Caesar what is Caesar’s and what is God’s, God’s, but I feel the government is asking me to do something contrary to God’s Word, I must be willing to pay the consequences for breaking the law.

Governments:
1. Governing authorities are established by God
2. To resist is to oppose the ordinance of God and to bring condemnation on myself.
3. The purpose of government is to control evil

Christians must be in subjection 
Be In Subjection For:
1, Conscience’s sake
2. For judgment’s sake
3. And render what is due – taxes, custom, fear, honor  (13:7)
Daniel lived in a heathen nation from the age of 16 to 85
Dan. 1 Daniel is determined not to defile himself, he committed himself to God and God granted him favor.
Dan. 3 Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego – They don’t bow to the idol, but they are prepared to burn. Their deliverance wasn’t the question – their obedience was.
Dan. 6 Daniel was not to worship/pray to his God. Daniel is prepared  to pay the consequences. He keeps his eyes on God and not the lions.
We are to behave in a becoming way in this world.
It is not just doctrine, it is duty.
It is not just belief, it is behavior.
