First shedding of blood in the Bible was done by God
Gen. 4 First shedding of blood in order to worship/approach God
Lev. 17:11; Heb. 9:22 Without the shedding of blood there is no remission of sins
Adam and Eve
Seth
Enosh
Enoch – did not walk with God until he gave birth to Methuselah.
“When he is old/dead it will come.”
God had given Enoch a revelation of His coming judgment. 
From that day forward Enoch walked with God, and he was not because God took him.
Heb. 11:5 Enoch walked by faith
Noah: a contemporary of Methuselah
Gen. 5 gives us the generations of Adam and Eve. 
No command not to intermarry until Leviticus, so they intermarried in order to populate the earth as God commanded.

Gen. 6:18 Shem, Ham and Japheth
First mention of Covenant: Gen. 6:18
“Beriyth”: a covenant, compact or an agreement made by passing between pieces of flesh
Gen. 6:22
Gen. 8:20-22
Gen. 9:1,9-16 The rainbow was a sign of the covenant 
God made a covenant with all living creatures: all the animals because He had destroyed them.
“I will never again destroy the earth with water”.
Man’s heart had not changed (Gen. 8:21)

Gen. 9:1 God had told them to fill the earth but instead, man said, ”No, let us build a tower whose top reaches heaven”.
Gen. 11:5-8 So God confused their language
Gen. 11:9,16 
Gen. 10:25 Peleg: In HIS days the earth was divided 
Gen. 1:9 Land was in ONE place – ONE body of water. ONE body of land
Gen. 10:25 In the days of Peleg, the earth was divided. 
When God told them to fill the earth, there was only one body of land so that was not a problem: they could walk.
Now in the days of Peleg, the earth was divided into continents.
EARTH: “erets” – same word God uses when He says, “God called the dry land earth.
Gen. 1:10; 10:25, 32
Divided: “palag” means to split or divide
Gen. 9:25-27 Canaan was the son of Ham and is cursed. Shem has the truth: “Blessed be the God of Shem” 
God just took three men and their descendants who knew Covenant and they took that knowledge into the world. The problem is, they distorted their knowledge.
