How do Jew and Gentile become One in the New Covenant?
Salvation is of the Jews
Eph. 2:11 Circumcision was the sign of the Covenant given to the Jews
Eph. 2:12 Until Christ came, the only way a Gentile could link into Israel was to become a proselyte.
Gen. 17
Eph. 2:13-14 But now……Gentiles have been brought near to Jesus
The Law set the Jew apart from the Gentile – the dividing wall
Their whole lifestyle was based on the Law and therefore set apart by God
Eph. 2:14-16 The enmity, was the Law of the commandments – put to death in the death of Jesus Christ which inaugurated a New Covenant
“One new man” –    The Church
Eph. 2:17-18 Access in one Spirit
Eph. 2:19 Gentiles are now of God’s household
Eph. 2:20-22 
Eph. 3:1-3 “Mystery”, something that is hidden and revealed at a later time
Eph. 3:4-6 Other generations did not understand this mystery – that the Gentiles are fellow heirs and fellow members of the body, Jesus Christ – the Church. 
After the cross, only Jews were saved. Eight years later the first Gentile was saved.

Heb. 9:16-22 
The Law was to legislate the lives of sinful men in order to keep them in line until THE SEED should come.
Deuteronomy was the 2nd giving of The Law
Deut. 5:1-5 
Deut. 5:27-29 “The Lord heard your words (Israel’s words)”
“All that the Lord has said, we will do”. God wished they really DID have a heart that would obey Him.
Jer 17:9
Deut. 29:1 “What I have said to you at Mt. Horeb, is now added to what I said to you at Mt. Sinai.”
Blessings and the cursings which belong to the Old Covenant. They are blessings of prosperity. Health for obedience. Sickness for disobedience.
Deut. 28. Remember the context!
Under the Old Covenant they approached God through the priests, who served in the Tabernacle. They approached God through a blood sacrifice, but they could NEVER go into the presence of God. They had to go through a priest.
Ex. 40:1-2, 17 The Tabernacle = The Tent of Meeting
Heb. 8:5 The earthly Tabernacle was made according to the pattern of the heavenly one, shown to Moses on the mountain.
IF they kept the Whole Law, they would be Holy. But they could not because their hearts were wicked.
Heb. 10:1-7 Their worship of God could never take away their sin.
Heb. 10:8-9 He takes away the first (The Law) in order to establish the second
Heb. 10:10-12 
Heb. 8:6-11 The New Covenant takes care of my evil heart because it gives me a NEW HEART with the Holy Spirit
Jer. 31:31-34
I John 2:27 
Heb. 8:12-13 “New” brand new kind of Covenant.
AD70, Titus came in and destroyed the Temple so they couldn’t offer sacrifices anymore. God was forcing them to look to Jesus.
The Old becomes obsolete in that:
1. God is approached through Christ, NOT the Tabernacle Heb. 10:19-21
2. Sacrifices are no longer necessary. Heb. 10:10-14
3. The Law is not external anymore, it is internal, written on your heart and on your mind.   Ez. 36:26; Heb. 10:16
4. You are no longer under the blessings and the cursings of the Law Ez. 36:27; I John 1:9. You can’t live in habitual sin anymore I John 3:9-10. You are not under condemnation because you are in Christ Jesus.  Rom. 8:1
This is what makes us holy, NOT lawless.
