What is true salvation? It is a walk into death.
Christ IS the Covenant. 
Covenant is an end to independent living.
Gen. 15:3-5 “So shall your Seed be”
Gen. 15:6 Abraham believed and it was counted to him as righteousness
Gal. 3:16 ….your seed, that is Christ
Gal. 3:5-6 When Abram believed… this was the day of his salvation
Rom. 4:2-3  “What does the Scripture say?” That is the only Truth
Gen. 15:6 He believed = total committal of oneself to another
2 Cor. 13:5 Examine yourself to see if you are of the faith.
Evidence of faith is a changed life
Matt. 5:20; 7:21 
Gal 5:19-21 
True salvation calls a man to total committal of oneself to Christ without anything held back.
It’s a knowledge that results in a surrender to that truth and then an obedience in the light of what you see.
Luke 14:25-27 
Is discipleship synonymous with salvation? 
Mark 8:34 Christ is calling us to a life of death. Death to self.
In Covenant, when they walk between the pieces, it is a walk unto death.
Take up your cross, follow Me as a habit of life.
Matt. 7:22-23 Be very careful about the gospel you preach
Luke 14:28-33 Count the cost of salvation because it is a total committal to oneself to Christ!!!!   You give up your own possessions. You hold on to nothing.
Mark 10:17-22 The rich young ruler needed to understand he was talking to God and that there was nothing he could do to make himself acceptable to God. Jesus left out the commandment that says, “Thou shalt have no other gods before Me”. Why didn’t Jesus say, “Believe”? 
He told him to sell all he had because that was his God.
Mark 10:23, 26-30 
Matt. 10:34-39 He who has lost his life, for My sake, will find it
Mark 8:35-38 
Salvation and discipleship are synonymous. There are radical implications to belonging to Jesus Christ.
Rom. 8:16
Gen. 15:6-17
So when do WE pass through the pieces of flesh?
The veil in the Tabernacle kept men out from the presence of the Lord.
Matt. 27:50-53 The veil was ripped in two from top to bottom
Heb. 10:19-20 Therefore, brethren, since we have confidence to enter the holy place by the blood of Jesus, by a new and living way which He inaugurated for us through the veil, that is, His flesh.
John 14:6; Acts 4:12
