Never to be alone again. What a wonderful promise.
If you ever enter into Covenant with God through the Lord Jesus Christ, you will never be alone again.
Customs of Covenant:
They mingled their blood – signifying that two become one
Lev. 17:11 The blood is the life of the person. Therefore, blood must be shed to cover my sin. So the blood symbolizes the life of the person.
Heb. 9:22 
Lev. 17:14 
John 6:53-54 My blood has been “poisoned” by sin. I must have Jesus’ blood in order to have life.
Jesus is without sin, so if I have His blood, I have perfect blood. I have eternal life. 
John 6:55-56 
If you remove the blood from Christianity, you have nothing. No life,
Gal. 2:20 
When two become one they share a common life.
Doctrine of Transubstantiation: the Bread and the Wine is actually, supernaturally, transformed into the Body and Blood of Jesus Christ.
Heb. 10:10-11 Why do the sacrifices of the Old Testament priests not take away sins? The blood of bulls and goats never take away sin. Only Christ’s blood can do that.
Heb. 13:20 
I Cor. 11:23-24 His blood gives us life because it gives us atonement for our sin.
I John 5:12 
John 17:20-23 That we may be one!  Us!!! One like God the Father, Son and Holy Spirit
We are not meant to be alone. Just like God is not alone.
Col. 1:27 
Eph. 5:28-33
I Cor. 6:19-20
Deut. 33:12 Of Benjamin he said, “May the beloved of the LORD dwell in security by Him, who shields him all the day, and he dwells between His shoulders.”
Striking of Hands 
“taqa” – to slap hands together. By analogy it means to drive a tent pin, a nail.
Jesus “struck hands” with us when He spread His arms out on the cross for us.
The Cut Made a Permanent Scar
Is. 49:14-16 God CANNOT forget you! He has you on the palms of His hands
Rev. 5:6
Gal. 6:17 We bear brand marks of Jesus when we suffer for the gospel
It was the custom to put brand marks on slaves, soldiers and servants of temples.
Slaves: we are bond slaves for Christ
Soldiers: we are enlisted by God into His army
Servants of the temples: our bodies are the temple of Christ
2 Cor. 4:7-12
One of the fears of being alone is wondering who is going to provide for me
Share in Common Their Blessings and Their Debts
2 Cor. 8:9 
Rom. 8:15-17 
Phil. 4:19 God HAS to supply my needs because I am in covenant with Him.
Acts 2:43-45 This is not communism, it is Covenant
Acts 4:32-35 
What is Covenant to you? How are YOU to live it out?
2 Cor. 8:13-15 
The Bible does not teach communism. It teaches caring for your brother and meeting his need, if you are able.
Now they were called friends. “Friend” is a covenant term.
“Friend” – ahab – (157 in Strongs)
John 15:13-15 
Prov. 18:24 There is a friend that sticks closer than a brother
Heb. 13:5-6 He will never leave me or forsake me.
