Gen. 17:1-5 This is 13 years after the birth of Ishmael
“Abraham took on God’s name”
Gen. 17:15 Sarah’s name also took on God’s name
“Yahweh”
We also take on God’s name when we get saved
Christian means “Little Christ”
Rev. 2:17 Overcomers are believers

Friends
2 Chron. 20:7 Jehoshaphat knows Covenant!
The first thing he does is worship God and remind Him of His promises.
John 15:13-15
If you’re a friend of God will you be faithful to Covenant, no matter the 
cost?
Prov. 18:24 
Zech. 12:10 -13:6 They (the Jews) will look on Him
Gen. 17:9-13 
In the Abrahamic Covenant, circumcision was the sign of the everlasting
Covenant.
Circumcision was always and only just a sign of a heart belief
Rom. 2:28-29 
“Baal Bereeth” – Master of the Covenant
Many Times People Erected a Memorial or Had a Sign of Covenant
Deut. 6:4-8 Phylacteries 
God is speaking figuratively, not literally. He simply wants you to
remember Covenant and that it WILL cost you.
Ex. 13:11-16 The sign is to remind you of the Covenant
Gen.22:3-5 Isaac was NOT a little boy.
 “We” will return
That is a statement of faith in God.
Do you serve God because you love Him, or because of what He
can give you?
Heb. 11:17-19 Faith is not faith until it is tested
Gen. 22:2 The first time God uses the word “love”
It is also the first time “worship” is used in the Bible.
Love and worship go together. It is looking at someone and seeing
their worth.
Gen. 22:11-14 Abraham withheld nothing from God
How would I answer God if He asked me, “How much do you love Me?”
Am I holding anything back?
