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How faithful IS God in His covenants that He makes with men?
I Sam.20:13-17 Covenant now includes their descendants 
I Sam. 20:23,42 This covenant was forever
1 Sam. 31:1-6 Saul’s death with his 3 sons, armorbearer and army
2 Sam. 1:2-10 The Amalekite was killed because he touched God’s anointed
2 Sam. 1:26-27 
Mephibosheth was five years old when he was dropped by his nurse who ran to Lo-Debar
2 Sam. 4:4
2 Sam. 2:10 Eleven tribes followed Ish-bosheth. Judah followed David
2 Sam. 3:1
2 Sam. 4:5-12
2 Sam. 5:3-4 David’s reign over all Israel begins
2 Sam. 7 God makes a covenant with David – The Davidic Covenant
David will have an heir on his throne forever
2 Sam. 9:1-8 Evidently, Mephibosheth does not know about the covenant between David and his father. He called himself a “dead dog” which was a Hebrew term for a piece of garbage.
2 Sam. 9:9-13 Mephibosheth ate at the king’s table as one of the king’s sons
“Now he was lame in both feet”.  He ran AWAY from a Covenant he knew nothing about
I Cor. 1:26-31 But by HIS doing, because of the Covenant, you are in Christ Jesus
2 Sam. 21:1 The Gibeonites cut covenant with Israel by deception
Josh. 9:3-15 
Covenant is a solemn, binding agreement and Saul had broken it.
2 Sam 21:2-6 The house of Saul had made the agreement, so 7 of his descendants had to die. Mephibosheth was one of Saul’s descendants
2 Sam 21:7-15 But because of the covenant between David and Mephibosheth, he gets to live.
“Mizpah” means: The Lord watch between me and you while we are absent from one another. It means I am calling on God to see this covenant is kept!
How faithful are WE to be? As faithful as He is and He will call us into account

Jer. 30:4-7 This is a future time, yet to come, the time of the Tribulation
Jer. 30:8-11 God will not destroy disobedient Israel completely because He is faithful to His covenant.
