Confirmed to Isaac and Jacob
Jacob = Israel
12 sons – 12 tribes
The 12 tribes went into the Promised Land under the leadership of Joshua. In the Promised Land they lived during the period of the judges: 300-350 years. Samuel was the last judge. His sons were to take over but they were wicked and Israel did not want them to rule over them. So they wanted a king.
Israel changed from a theocracy to a monarchy.
King Saul
King David
King Solomon
Because Solomon was unfaithful, God tore the kingdom from Solomon’s son.
Rehoboam ruled the Southern Kingdom of Judah (2 tribes) and Jeroboam ruled the Northern Kingdom of Israel. (10 tribes)
10 tribes = Northern Kingdom
2 tribes = Southern Kingdom
Northern Kingdom
722 BC     Goes into Assyrian Captivity

Southern Kingdom
586 BC   Goes into Babylonian Captivity which lasted 70 years
Benjamin and Judah return to the land after those 70 years were up.
This occupation lasted until Jesus came and returned to heaven. Then in 70AD Rome destroyed the Temple. The second dispersion.
The children of Israel were scattered over all the world. Then they began to return. God judged the nation, the land of Israel, with droughts and famine while the people were scattered. But the rain began falling when the people returned.
In 1948, Israel became a nation again.
(“Golda”: is also a movie about Golda Meir)

Old Covenant instituted AFTER the Theocracy
Israel goes into Egypt during the time of Joseph because of famine.
There they lived and multiplied for 400 years.
Moses, their Deliverer, leads them out into the wilderness where they are given the Old Covenant.
The Davidic Covenant is simply an extension of the Abrahamic Covenant. It just narrows down where the Seed will come from.
2 Sam. 7:8-16 This prophecy goes way beyond David’s life
I Chron. 17:7-14
2 Chron. 7:17-20
2 Chron. 7:18 ….as I covenanted with your father David
2 Chron. 7:20 God promises a dispersion if they disobey
I Kings 11:1-4 Solomon broke God’s commands
I Kings 11:9-11 Solomon had seen God twice! Because you have not kept My Covenant and My Statutes…I will tear the kingdom from you and give it to your servant.
I Kings 11:12-14 “For the sake of My servant David”. God kept Covenant
2 Kings 19:34 
Jer. 30:3 Israel and Judah, BOTH, the whole nation, will come back to the land
Jer. 30:7-9 Israel is under such horrible distress that they are acting like a woman in labor. This is the time of Jacob’s Distress
Jacob’s Distress; Jacob’s Trouble; The Tribulation – all the same things
Jer. 31:35-36 If the sun, the moon and the sea stop, then Israel will cease from being a nation before Me.
Jer. 31:37 
Rom. 11:1-15 The New Covenant has already been inaugurated with Christ,  but only a remnant has accepted it. The church was made up of JEWS!!! It took 8 years for Gentiles to come into the church.
Rom. 11:15-18 The Jews who did not believe, who did not partake of the New Covenant, were broken off. Then God took the Gentiles, who believed, and grafted them in. So don’t be arrogant toward the Jews.
Rom. 11:19-25 What is the mystery? The New Covenant that was for the House of Judah and the House of Israel, that was rejected by them, will one day be accepted and believed by them.
Israel was partially hardened so the Gentiles could be saved.
Rom. 11:26 “All Israel” living at the time of Jesus’ 2nd coming, who believe in the Messiah, will be saved.
All of Israel will go through the fire. But 2/3’s of Israel will die. Only 1/3 will be saved. It will be worse than the Holocaust. 
Rom. 11:26-29 God is faithful to keep His covenant.
The New Covenant
Under Jeremiah the promise of the New Covenant is given to the children of Israel. It will be inaugurated with the cross of Christ.
Part of Israel, the part that got saved, came under the New Covenant. The Jews that WILL believe, sometime in the future, will also come into the New Covenant.
Jer. 31:31-34 The New Covenant that is coming
Jer. 32:37-40 The Law was never called an everlasting covenant. But the NEW Covenant is.
Ez. 36:24-27 
Ez. 36:28 
Ez. 36:35 God, since 1948, has been bringing the people back
The New Covenant is already in existence but will be fulfilled in its entirety in the future.
Heb. 10:14-17 The Old Covenant could not make you perfect. So I prepared a body, a perfect body, in My Son.
The New Covenant began with the birth, death and resurrection of Jesus. The nation, at the beginning of the Millenium, will fully enter into the New Covenant. IT WILL HAPPEN because God keeps His Covenant. 
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
