The Gentiles were not mentioned by name in the Old Testament because this is the “mystery” that was the Apostle Paul’s job to reveal: the church. Jew and Gentile together in the church. One body. This is the mystery that is revealed.
Ez. 36:24-28 The power to keep God’s Law is from the Holy Spirit within
So when you come into the New Covenant, you won’t be lawless! Jesus fulfilled the Law and Holy Spirit within, enables you to walk accordingly. 
Gal. 3:14-15 We Gentiles might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith
Gal. 3:16-17 The Law came 430 years after Sinai
The Old Covenant did not nullify/void the Abrahamic Covenant. They had two separate purposes. The Abrahamic Covenant promised the Seed – Jesus.
Gal. 3:18-19  
The Law has NO promise! Do. Or get done to. 
God wanted to give us a standard of holiness. The Law was given to define sin, to show us our sin.
Why the Law? For the sake of defining transgressions.
Rom. 7:6-8 Apart from the Law, sin is dead – dormant.
Rom. 7:9-12 What was always there, sin, was revealed.
Rom. 7:22-25 You can be lost and still say the Law is good!!
Rom. 8:1-2 NO condemnation for those in Christ Jesus BECAUSE Holy Spirit is inside.

Rom. 8:3-4 The Law was righteous, good and holy but it could NOT make me holy. It wasn’t defective: I AM! But the requirement of the Law was fulfilled in me when I believed.
